Fallout with Union-Tribune publisher David
Copley on the mend from surgery to give him a
new heart, next up on the U-T’s sick list is editor
Karin Winner, who’s out
for several weeks after
breaking her hip in a fall,
according to a memo
posted on the bulletin
board in the U-T news-
room. Fifty-nine-year-old
‘Winner, once a West Coast
editor of Women’s Wear
Daily, has been editor of
the U-T since February
1995. ... Eighty-two-year-old Dan Walker is liv-
ing out his retirement in an Escondido mobile
home park with third wife Lillian. A liberal
Democrat, he grew up in what was then a rural
neighborhood in East San
Diego and went on to be-
come governor of Illinois
in 1973, in part by walk-
ing around the state in
tennis shoes to get out the
vote. After losing a nasty
reelection battle in the pri-
mary, Walker, a lawyer,
hung out his shingle, but
later he was charged with

a raft of federal felonies in connection with var-
ious personal business dealings. He claimed the
case was trumped up by political foes but pled
guilty and did 18 months in the pen at Duluth,
Minnesota. Walker later coauthored a book in
which he described his prison time, during
which he was required to scrub toilets. He said
that the government’s minimum-security lock-
ups for white-collar criminals were tougher
than the tennis-playing Club Feds imagined by
some: “It was Hell”

After prison, Walker returned to San Diego,
where he worked as an administrative assistant
for Father Joe Carroll. He’s now retired. Con-
tacted last week by phone, he was hesitant to
offer prison-survival advice to convicted San
Diego city councilmen Ralph Inzunza and
Michael Zucchet, who will be sentenced in
November for their roles in the Cheetahs
bribery scandal. “Isn’t that a bit premature?”
Besides, added Walker, his advice to the coun-
cilmen might not be relevant because they pre-
sumably will do their time in California. “That
era is well behind me,” he noted.

Storm warnings Wwhile the spotlight’s
been on the city’s inability to get its annual audit
certified, the San Diego Unified School District
has finally released its financial report — cover-
ing the fiscal year that ended June 2004 — and the
news isn’'t good. “When we arrived at San Diego
High School to test attendance, there were no
original source documents, (attendance rosters),
available for audit. After an exhaustive search by
site personnel, the documents were not found,”
says the report by the accounting firm Vicenti,
Lloyd & Stutzman. “We determined that several
teachers were not logging in on a daily basis.” The
accountants also concluded that the high school’s
average daily attendance rate “is overstated due to

the fact that some teachers were not taking roll on
a daily basis”

Then there was the district’s food service in-
ventory, which “did not agree with the amount
recorded in the financial statements at year end.
The difference was approximately $267,000.” The
fault was laid to “inabilities of the PeopleSoft soft-
ware system to properly account for these
activities.”

Perhaps the most worrisome finding was the
district’s severe shortage of cash, due to rapidly
increasing employee health benefits: “There was
an increase in total benefits of 10 percent in the
last fiscal year despite decreases in certificated
and classified salaries of 6.9 and 3.8 percent re-
spectively. In addition, the district is in declin-
ing enrollment which will continue to force fi-
nancial hardships on the district.... At year end
the district’s cash reached an extremely low level
of $4.5 million. The balance the year prior was
in excess of $30 million.” According to the re-
port, “temporary borrowing” has been used to
raise cash.

City of

Unearned Wealth

San Diegans wring their hands about

political corruption as if it’s something

new. Ha. It would be better to ruminate on

the economic and societal frame-
work that has long encouraged
and rewarded such corruption.

The fact is that for half a
century, San Diego has been
an easy-come, easy-go society
marked by political corrup-

ago, the government investi-
gated the gifts that Padres major-
ity owner John Moores had
showered on then-coun-
cilmember Valerie Stallings.
Moores was angling for a city-
subsidized ballpark and one-

tion, stock market frauds, and
real estate speculation, some-
times greased with laundered
money. Unfortunately, few peo-
ple knew it — or wanted to
know it.

With prosecutors and judges
historically looking the other
way, why would any briber or
bribee be deterred? Four years

attorney was named to the so-
called ethics commission.

In this environment, why
should any politician turn down
a gift from a favor-seeker? Or
worry about getting caught?

More than in other cities, San
Diego’s big and little folks accu-
mulate their money from what
economists call “the unearned
increment”” That's defined as “an
unearned rise in the market
value of property resulting from
general market factors” The
word “unearned” is key: real
estate values increase without
any effort by the owner. A stock
market swindle, too, can be an
example of the unearned incre-

tenth of downtown at a steep
discount. Stallings got off with
a wrist slap and Moores was
not even charged.

The then-U.S. attorney
declared that there was noth-
ing wrong with giving money
to politicians, even though the
giver had so much to gain mon-
etarily. Later, that former U.S.

Ludicrous and
Irresponsible Gossip

fter the Republican Party of San Diego

County endorsed Steve Francis for

mayor on June 13, it wasted little time in

turning its endorsement into
campaign action.

As of election eve, public
election filings showed that the
local GOP had collected
$158,000 from a small group
of donors and spent it quickly.
Expenditures for Francis were
reported at $86,342, including
$76,059 for mailers, $8595 for
door hangers, and $1688 for
precinct maps.

Relying on alegal loophole
that allows donors to ignore
San Diego’s campaign restric-
tions, local business leaders
who had a major stake in the
election’s outcome made big
contributions. Donations to
the party from June 21 through
July 21 included $50,000 from

Manchester Resorts, owned by
hotel magnate Doug Manch-
ester, an early supporter of the
Francis candidacy; $40,000
from real estate developer Macey
McMillin, Jr.; $10,000 from
McMillin Management Ser-
vices; $25,000 from the East-
Lake Company, which devel-

opsin south San Diego; $10,000
from Reno Contracting, Inc.,
of San Diego; $7000 from Atlas
Hotels, which owns the Town
and Country in Mission Val-
ley; $5000 from developer Bar-
rett-American; $5000 from Ace
Parking; $5000 from San Diego
GOP chair Ron Nehring; and
$1000 from Collins Develop-
ment Company.

San Diego’s Election Cam-
paign Control Ordinance lim-
its individual contributions to

$300 per candidate, but Propo-
sition 34, passed by California
voters in 2000, created a new
category called “member com-
munications,” a category the
city’s ordinance does not address.

Under state law, individuals

and businesses can make unlim-
ited contributions to political
parties, and under Prop 34,
political parties, in turn, can
make unlimited expenditures
on member communications.
The one restriction is that the
party must direct its efforts
only to the party’s members, in

this case, registered Republicans.

According to April Boling,
San Diego’s ubiquitous cam-
paign treasurer, whose clients
include the San Diego Repub-
lican Party;, the San Diego Police
Officers Association, recently
resigned Mayor Dick Murphy,
and Councilman Brian Maien-
schein, the “type of commu-
nication cannot be bumper
stickers, yard signs, TV, and
radio. This is because the mes-
sage [in those instances] is
being communicated beyond
the [party] membership.”

Public disclosure records
show that in the 2004 election
cycle, the San Diego Republi-
can Party spent hundreds of
thousands of dollars on behalf
of GOP candidates, mostly for
state legislative seats, but it also
targeted Republican voters in
nonpartisan races. For exam-
ple, the party spent $61,096 in
mailers for city attorney can-
didate Leslie Devaney, $127,786
in mailers for Mayor Dick Mur-
phy, $16,625 in phone banks
for businessman Phil Thal-
heimer in his unsuccessful
attempt to defeat Councilman
Scott Peters, and $57,537 in a
mailer attacking Democratic
mayoral candidate Donna Frye.

Nothing in Prop 34, says
Boling, precludes coordina-
tion between candidates and
party officials.

One GOP consultant con-
curred.“My [Republican] clients
and I work directly with the
party. We decide what we want
the party to do, such as a direct
mail piece. We line up the funds,
design it, print it, mail it, and
the party essentially rubber
stamps it and gets a commis-
sion for being a political
laundromat.”

But candidates aren’t the
only ones to profit from the
loophole. The local GOP and
its chosen consultants also
make big money. Ronald
Nehring, an East County res-
ident, chairs the San Diego
County Republican Party.
Nehring requires that Repub-
lican candidates benefiting
from member communica-
tions sign a memorandum that
allows the party to keep 18.5 per-
cent off the top for adminis-
tration and overhead.

“I do not know what they
do with the 18.5 percent,” said
one political consultant who
has worked closely with the
Republican Party’s member
communication efforts.

Nehring would not disclose

the percentage charged the
Francis campaign. “How funds
are allocated is an internal deci-
sion made by the party,” said
Nehring.

However, public records
dated July 22 show that of the
$158,000 collected, $86,342
was spent on behalf of Fran-
cisand $9403 to support Prop
A, the Mt. Soledad cross bal-
lot measure. The remaining
$62,255, or 39 percent of the
funds collected, was spent on
GOP consultants and Repub-
lican Party overhead costs.

Will Hutson, political direc-
tor of the Orange County
Republican Party, said his orga-
nization does not have a simi-
lar procedure or charge candi-
dates overhead fees. “I do not
know if we have done it in the
past. We do not [currently] have

a built-in procedure on that”
And last year in San
Bernardino County, Republi-
can Party chairman Bill Post-
mus raised and spent over
$200,000 for member com-
munication without requiring
a memorandum with GOP
candidates or including any
“overhead” provisions.
Boling, who did notknow
how much the party was charg-
ing Francis, said the San Diego
GOP held back 18.5 percent
of the funds because “there are
overhead costs related to these
projects...related to maintain-
ing the party apparatus.”
Local GOP sources indi-
cate that the party spends about
$15,000 a month on staff and
overhead costs.
Several Republican Party
activists claim Nehring pushed

to get the party to endorse Steve
Francis in the mayoral primary.

“You know why Ron pushed
this through?” said a senior
GOP leader who agreed to
comment on the condition of
anonymity. “The party had
$40,000 in the bank, and over-
head is $15,000 amonth. They
are moving office locations,
and that will cost them. So if
they did not endorse Steve
Francis, they would shut down.
This election is essentially sav-
ing Ron’s ass.”

Was money the motive?
Nehring denied it.“The finan-
cial health of the party is unaf-
fected whether a candidate is

That “unearned,” no-effort
mentality appeals to con artists,
breeds fast-buck schemes, and
attracts money of dubious ori-
gin. And a border town always
has some of that floating around.

Before San Diego became
known nationally as Enron by
the Sea, it was called Scam
Diego. For many decades, it
has been a haven for Ponzi
schemes and similar pyramids,
up-frontloan fee schemes, stock
market and accounting scams,
telemarketing fraud against the
elderly, ad nauseam.

The establishment insists
that its money is earned. For
example, the city fathers pro-

claim that San Diego is one of
the leading biotech centers in
the United States. Last year, the
Milken Institute rated Amer-
ican cities on key biotech indi-
cators. It concluded that San
Diego was the nation’s top
biotech hub, narrowly beating
Boston. Business pages of local
newspapers celebrate the indus-
try, pouring reportorial resources

into following biotech
companies.
Now hear this: I asked Cheryl

Mason, labor market analyst
for San Diego’s Employment
Development Department
office, just how many biotech
jobs there are. She estimated
thatin 2004, there were 20,900
biotech jobs— “scientists, ana-
lysts, support staff, anyone
working for a biotech or phar-

maceutical firm,” she says. Real
estate topped that: last year,
there was an annual average of
22,000 jobs for real estate sales
and support, and that did not
include the real estate people
who were self-employed.

So biotech jobs were only
1.65 percent of total nonfarm
jobs in San Diego County last
year, and real estate jobs were
1.73 percent. Thus far this year,
real estate jobs are 1.75 per-
cent of total nonfarm employ-
ment— compared, for exam-
ple, with the 1.2 percent of
Minneapolis—St. Paul, which
has a cooler real estate market
(and climate, for that matter).
San Diego promoters prefer to
say that there were 38,934 bio-
science and biomedical jobs
last year; but that was only 3 per-

cent of total nonfarm employ-
ment. Actual biotech jobs are
a little more than half of that
bioscience/biomed total.

Up to now, the way to rake
in money in biotechs has been
to get cheap stock in an emerg-
ing company, tout a new drug
that will come someday, take the
stock public, and systemati-
cally bail out for 500,000 per-
cent profits as the stock zooms.
Whether or not a medicine
eventuates, the insiders and
venture capitalists get rich. The
only people who take risk are
the wee folk who buy at the
market and lose. Because com-
panies go public whether or
not they are viable, insiders can
hardly lose.

That’s true of real estate
developments too, although

the contractors usually need
the help of friendly politicians.
The condo craze in the ball-
park district and the com-
mercialization of the former
Naval Training Center are exam-
ples of politician-assisted welfare.

More is coming. As soon as
Congressman Randy “Duke”
Cunningham was a political
corpse, the Base Realignment
and Closure Commission began
to wonder why the Marine
Corps Recruit Depot and the
Navy Broadway Complex
weren't on the closure list. Cun-
ningham and his Republican
colleague, Duncan Hunter, nor-
mally fight closures of San
Diego bases. Republican real
estate nabobs have tried in the
past to defeat Hunter. Any
guesses why? Everybody claims

endorsed or not. It does mean
significant party resources are
committed for the candidates.”

Besides Francis, San Diego’s
Republican mayoral hopefuls
included former police chief
Jerry Sanders, Mt. Soledad cross
activist “New York” Myke Shelby,
and attorney Pat Shea.

One mailer sent out by the
San Diego GOP not only
endorsed Steve Francis but
attacked Republican Jerry
Sanders for supporting tax
increases. (The same mailer
also attacked Democrat Donna
Frye.) This may have been the
first ever “attack” mailer by a
local Republican central com-
mittee on a fellow Republican
candidate.

Traditionally; the local GOP
has stayed out of most con-
tested Republican contests,
including nonpartisan races,
according to public records.
Races with incumbent Repub-
licans running, such as Mayor
Murphy’s reelection campaign,
are the most notable exception.

Nehring disputed that. “We
endorsed over 400 Republi-
cans in the last election,” he
said. When asked how many of
those endorsements involved
contested GOP races in which
no incumbent Republican was
running, Nehring said, “I do
not have statistics on that.”

Shelby put up a strong effort
to block the party’s endorsement
of Francis, whom one Shelby
supporter called “asquish” on
social issues, referring to Fran-
cis’s pro-choice views.

Nehring denied that the
endorsement process had been
fixed in any way. “The endorse-
ment was considered in the
identical manner as any endorse-
ment we have done in the past.
We do this by the book. No
special consideration was given
to any candidate. All candi-
dates were invited to speak.”

But according to one cen-
tral committee member, “Ron

[Nehring] steamrolled the
endorsement through. He even
pushed through special quo-
rum rules so Francis could be
endorsed by two-thirds of cen-
tral committee members pre-
sent at the meeting instead of
the membership as a whole.”
GOP insiders who supported
Shelby said they were afraid to
speak on the record for fear of
retribution.

Nehring agreed that the July
26 mayoral election was a spe-
cial case. “Normally we do not
go through the exec commit-
tee.” But this time, Nehring
said, the executive committee
“adopted a procedure to gov-
ern the endorsement process,
and that rule was drafted and
circulated to the entire central
committee prior [to the exec-
utive committee meeting] and
subsequently adopted unani-
mously by the full central
committee.”

Another Shelby supporter
claimed there was a second
reason that Nehring wanted
the party to endorse Francis.

“Nehring wanted the money
for the party and to help Jen,”
referring to Nehring’s long-

time girlfriend, Jennifer Jacobs.
Jacobs, who said she and
Nehring are no longer dat-
ing — “T am single now” —
was raised in San Diego. She cut
her political teeth in Sacra-
mento, where she was a leg-
islative chief of staff and also
worked extensively in Central
Valley GOP politics. Upon
returning to San Diego, she
served as executive director of
the San Diego Lincoln Club, a
GOP political action commit-
tee. She has worked closely with
Nehring since his ascension as
GOP chair in July 2001, using
that connection to help generate
mostly East County political
clients.

In La Mesa’s 2002 mayoral
election, Jacobs ran Council-
man Dave Allan’s campaign.
The party supported Allan
instead of the Republican
incumbent, Art Madrid.

Jacobs’s current firm, Coro-
nado Communications, was
retained to work for Steve Fran-
cis’s mayoral campaign. Cen-
tral committee insiders say that
her relationship with Nehring
resulted in special access to
party functions and key polit-
ical information.

“Ron even allowed Jen to sit

in on the [mayoral] endorse-
ment discussion at the party’s
executive committee meeting.
Not only is she not a member
[of the executive committee],
but everyone knew she was
working for Francis,” said the
Shelby supporter.

Nehring said that other cen-
tral committee members were
also in attendance, including the
San Diego Republican Party’s
most recent executive direc-
tor, Jerry Van de Weghe, whom
one Republican elected offi-
cial called, “Ron’s protégé”

Nehring said that unlike
Jennifer Jacobs, Van de Weghe
did not make his client rela-
tionship known. “Jerry spoke
[at the meeting]. Heisa mem-
ber of the central committee.
The difference was that the
next day it was reported in the
newspaper that Jerry was work-
ing for Myke Shelby,” said
Nehring.

“Thatis a flat lie,” said Van
de Weghe when told of the
comment. “I did not make that
decision [to work for Shelby]
until that night after the meet-
ing and signed the contract
the next day. I offered to show
them the contract. The news
article did not come out until

acouple days later. Ron knows
this.”

Regarding Jacobs’s influ-
ence on the endorsement pro-
cess, Nehring said that he and
the executive committee were
aware that Jacobs was work-
ing for Francis but that he had
“no authority to exclude the
members of the central com-
mittee. All members were given
the opportunity to attend.”

Jacobs agreed.“Tam a mem-
ber of the central committee and
completely forthright that I
am involved with the Francis
campaign. I have not done any-
thing wrong or unethical”

GOP insiders say that in
2004, Jacobs was initially given
the nod to raise funds for GOP-
endorsed municipal candidates.

But public disclosure records
show that the San Diego Repub-
lican Party paid $27,000 in
fund-raising “consulting” fees
to Democratic activist Ray
Drew. Drew, who haslong been
active in liberal causes, was past
executive director of the Fam-
ily Pride Coalition. Drew raised
about $1 million for Dick Mur-
phy and was fund-raiser for
Bonnie Dumanis in her 2002
upset victory over District Attor-
ney Paul Pfingst.

“Jacobs was a lousy fund-
raiser; said a GOP insider. “She
collected only a few thousand
for Murphy over several
months.” The party apparently
had no option but to turn to
Drew, who refused comment
for this article. Insiders said
that “Nehring was embarrassed,
and he was motivated by the
[18.5 percent] commission. So
he had no choice.”

“Thisis ludicrous and irre-
sponsible gossip from an anony-
mous source,” said Nehring.
“Jen Jacobs is a professional
who is aformer finance chair-
man for the party and volun-
teers in numerous ways. I am
not going to comment any-
more on this.”

When asked about being
called a “lousy fund-raiser,”
Jacobs laughed and said it was
“pure silliness. I was a volun-
teer aiding in fund-raising for
Murphy. I never got paid for any
Murphy activities.”

Public records disclose that
Jacobs’s Coronado Commu-
nications was paid $2025 by
the Republican Party in late
February 2004 and Drew started
receiving his commissions from
the GOP the following month,
justas Jacobs received her final

payment.

‘When asked if Jacobs raised
funds for the party earlier in
the 2004 election cycle, Nehring
said, “Of course”

Jacobs said she “was being
paid for doing a Republican
mail piece for Councilman Jim
Madaffer for the March 2004
election, not for fund-raising
activities, which were always
voluntary”

However public records
show that in fact the San Diego
GOP paid the Monaco Group,
not Jacobs, $7956 for produc-
ing Republican member com-
munication “campaign mail-
ers for Jim Madaffer” in late
February 2004.

Most Republican candi-
dates and insiders contacted
seemed unaware that the party
gets a cut of funds raised and
spent on behalf of candidates.

“Wow, 18 percent,” said a
GOP political activist. “I
assumed the party used its
healthy membership dues to
cover its overhead. I expected
the fund-raisers were paid the
usual 15 percent [commis-
sion], but add the party’s cut
in, and that leaves even less for
getting our Republican can-
didates elected.” m

Dear Matthew Alice:
Can you find out where the expression “the whole nine yards” came from?
— Everyone in San Diego

Things that make you go “No! Please! Leave me alone!” Somewhere in the office is the Nine
Yards box, full of queries on the origin of this expression that will not die. Nine yards of what,
everybody wants to know. Kilt material? Sari fabric? Concrete? Ammo belts, sails, burial
shrouds, football downs? Several dozen guesses, each more ridiculous than the last. The more
ridiculous the guess, the more convoluted the explanatory story that goes with it. For years,
our friends the word clods have weaseled around, sniveling that, well, they’re not really sure;
word detection is an art, not a science; go away; we’ll let you know if we come up with
something.

Finally one of the group has had enough and is willing to give up the nine-yards origin.
At least the origin as the word nerds see it. The expression has only appeared in print after
the mid-1960s, suggesting that it didn’t originate too much earlier than that. And all the
experts’ research has always led to the U.S. military as the source, particularly Navy or Air
Force pilots. The very respected British word-origin expert Michael Quinion has put his
money on the explanation that he credits to New York researcher Barry Popik, who in turn
quotes Vietnam prisoner of war Richard Stratton. Stratton recalls hearing the expression at
the air base in Pensacola, Florida, in the mid-1950s. He says it came from the punch line of
a smutty joke making the rounds at the time. The joke has to do with a nine-yard scarf knitted
by some Scotsman for his girlfriend. In drunken passion one night, he wraps the scarf around
his neck and runs to her house to present it to her. As often happens in these jokes, along the
way he loses his kilt. Too tipsy to realize he’s naked from the waist down, he asks g’friend,
“Well, how do you like it?” She says something like, um, well, lots, honey. To which he says,
“The whole nine yards?” Anyway, that’s a rough translation of the original joke, which is much,
much longer but, believe me, not any funnier. The story sounds likely to me. There’s a San
Diego car dealership that for decades used the punch line to a dirty joke as a tag line in their
commercials without anybody being the wiser. And if this explanation is good enough for
Michael Quinion, it’s good enough for all of you.

San Diego Bushwackers

president of San Diego Wheelchair Athletic
Association and a veteran player for the San

Diego Bushwackers quad rugby team.

I've called to get his review of the
documentary Murderball, which opens Friday at
Hillcrest Cinema on Fifth Avenue. Murderball is
the best movie I've seen this year.

You'll need two infobits before we proceed.
One: Murderball is, on the surface, a documentary
about two quad rugby teams who wind up playing
each other at the 2004 Athens Paralympics. Two:
According to the United States Quad Rugby
Association website, "[Quad rugby] Players must
have a combination of upper and lower extremity
impairment.... Players are given a classification
number...ranging from 0.5-3.5. The 0.5 player
has the greatest impairment and is comparable to
a C5 quadriplegic...the 3.5 player has the least
impairment and is similar to a C7-8 incomplete
quadriplegic.... Four players from each team are
allowed on the court at a time. Classifications of
the four players on the court must total no more
than 8.0 points at one time."

Which brings us back to Paul Richardson. I
ask, "What is your injury?"

"March ’85. I was a passenger in a car
accident. C-5 spinal-cord injury. I can move my
arms, but I don't have normal hand function or
finger function. I have my shoulders and biceps
and some extension on my wrists, but that's pretty
much about it."

"How long have you been playing?"

"I started in *90 or ’91. In Philly. Philly had the
big spinal-cord rehab hospital. I was in for some
follow-up and I ran into a guy who was injured
when I was injured. He told me about the game.
That was it; I went out for practice."

"Tell me about the first day."

"It was weird. My rugby chair was a folding
chair with a piece of two-by-four duct-taped to it,"
Richardson laughs. "Most wheelchair sports are
boring. This is the only one where you can smash
into people and knock them out of their chairs. I
rarely knock anyone out of their chair because I'm
a low-pointer, but on the rare occasions I do, I
can't help but laugh my ass off."

"I assume you've seen MurderballR"

Richardson says, "I've seen bits and pieces of
it. Some San Diego players are in the movie."

"Really?"

"Dana Shapiro [Murderball co-director] was
an editor for Spin magazine. He saw an article
about [quad] rugby in Phoenix. He went down
and checked it out and then got some backing. I
don't think he had any set plans. His focus was on

the [quad rugby] U.S. National Team and going to
Athens."

"How did the San Diego players find their way
into the film?"

"Well Dean [Maccabe] plays for our local
team," Richardson says. "Andy [Cohn] and Scott
[Hogsett] are in Phoenix [both players are
featured in the movie], and we play those guys a
lot. Tan Chan plays for the Canadian team in the
movie. There's a lot of footage of him. He also
plays for our team.

"Joe Soares coached us two years ago. [Soares
has a lead part in the film. He played in 13
consecutive national championships, at one time
was the dominant player in the game. He was cut
from the USA team and moved north to coach
Team Canada, which made him a traitor in the
eyes of his former teammates. The movie ends
with Soares's Canadian National Team playing the
U.S. National Team at the 2004 Paralympics in
Athens.]

Seems like half the cast is connected to San
Diego. I ask about the Bushwackers' schedule.

"Occasionally, we'll play an East Coast team,
but, generally, we're going places where the flights
are reasonably cheap or we can drive. We don't
have a big budget to travel to tournaments. We
may only play a couple of local tournaments a
year. We used to go to five tournaments a year and
practice once or twice a week, but you can imagine
ten players flying to Portland or Vancouver. That's
40 grand right there."

"Forty grand is nothing."

"There used to be four teams in Southern
California," Richardson says. "This year there may
only be one."

"This movie has got to help you."

"Yeah." Silence. "We've started our own non-
profit. It's not just for our team, but any quad
rugby team or any wheelchair sport. We don't
want to be dependant on rehab hospitals. There
are enough players in San Diego to field three
rugby teams. If we're able to work together and
raise $50,000, $100,000, we could split the money
up evenly and play.

"I was at a scrimmage with a bunch of guys
up in Oceanside on Sunday. We're talking about
who we're going to play for this year. Nobody
knows if they're going to be on a team, because
funding is not there."

Patrick has joined the NRA. A couple years
ago he bought a shotgun. He said the gun
was for “home defense.” Thankfully, it
hasn’t been used in that capacity, though he
has used it to shoot clay pigeons on our
friend Julian’s ranch. For a year and a half,
he was satisfied with one firearm. But then
he started dropping hints to

me like, “Guns are like
potato chips, Eve.
You can’t just have
one.” I knew he
was prepping me
for another gun
purchase, and,
sure enough, last
week, he proudly
set a Smith and Wes-
son .357 revolver on
the kitchen counter next
to me.

When we bought the shotgun, we took
some safety precautions: trigger lock and a
plywood locker, which Patrick built one
evening. The .357 went in with the shotgun,
and now Patrick’s dropping hints about a
rifle. That would make the closet locker
pretty crowded. And, frankly, it
makes me nervous to think that
the only things between my kids
and two or three guns are a
piece of half-inch plywood
and a combination lock.
Moreover, my motherly
instincts are warring with my
survival instincts. Storing the
gun unloaded, with the
ammo stored elsewhere would
relieve my motherly concerns,
but the survivor in me thinks, “I
wouldn’t have time to load a gun
and shoot.” A push pad safe or lock box
near the bedside seemed the solution to
both problems. But, being a firearm novice,
I wanted to check with some experts.

I began my safe search with a Califor-
nia Highway Patrolman friend of mine who
asked me to call him Officer Rufus. First, he
applauded our decision to arm the Kelly
household. “If you read the American Rifle-
man that the NRA puts out, every month
they publish a list of crimes that were foiled
by armed citizens. There have been lots of
stories of old ladies who have scared off
dangerous criminals just by pointing shot-
guns at them. Even if you just pump the
gun, that sound will often

scare off a criminal,”he ///_\
said. P

“Ideally,” he /,/
continued, “for /
home safety, as
long as the gun is
locked away, I
would keep it
loaded.”

Where should I
keep the gun, under -
the bed?

“Iwouldn’t keep guns under the bed,”
Officer Rufus responded, “because kids
might look for them there. You can keep the
guns in your closet until the kids are older.
Then you might want to look into a gun
safe to have the gun more readily available.
The important thing with home protection
is to have a plan that you have thought
through. Run over it mentally every few
months so that it is fresh in your mind:
where the gun is stored, where the key is or
what the combination is, which gun you
want to use. And take that gun out a couple

times a year to re-familiarize yourself with it
and to reload it.”

Next call went to Lou Baldridge, owner
of El Cajon Gun Exchange. Baldridge sug-
gested I come in and talk to his resident gun
safe expert, Ron Godwin. “He could talk to
you all day on the subject and never repeat
himself.”

I knew Patrick, budding Second
Amendment enthusiast that he is, would
enjoy a visit to the gun shop more than
I would, so I sent him down there one
recent Saturday afternoon for what I
thought would be a 20-minute recon-
naissance mission. He didn’t return for

two hours.

Godwin started his gun safe course
with a six-foot-tall safe marked “Display
only.” (He requested that I not mention the
brand name.) “This safe retails for some-
where around $1200 to $1500,” he said.
“But look at this.” Godwin opened the door
and showed Patrick the flimsiness of the

locking mechanism and thinness
of the steel. A simple push
on the bolts made them
retract. “It'd be very
easy to drill a hole
in the ten-gauge
steel over here on
the side, then
take a punch and
a hammer and
open this safe.”
Next he grabbed
the top of the
open door and
pulled it toward him
while pushing on the
bottom with his foot. The

i door twisted and buckled. “Is that

your idea of a safe?” he asked. “You see, peo-
ple go into gun shops looking for a gun safe.
They see one like this, then they see that the
same-sized Browning safes over there,
which are [$700 to $1500] more, so they
buy one of these thinking they’re getting a
safe for their guns. In reality, they’re spend-
ing around $1500 for little more than a
locker.”

“I'm living proof of that,” chimed in a
coworker of Godwin’s named Jay. “I had
this safe and my step-kids broke into it with
only a crowbar and a screw driver and stole
28 guns”

“That’s why we won’t sell this brand of
safe,” Godwin resumed. “This one we keep
for demonstrational purposes.”
Godwin went on to show Patrick
the features on the Browning safes,
| which are made by the company Pro
| Steel. “When Underwriters Laborato-
ries tested this safe,” he said of a six-
foot-tall, three-foot-wide model, which
sells for $2400, “it took two professional
safe crackers four hours to get it open.”

Godwin said the only three brand
names he felt he could responsibly recom-
mend are “Browning, Champion, and Her-
itage. Other than those three, I would want
to be able to talk to the customer and show
him just what he’s getting before I discussed
other brands.”

When I was ten, my
parents would often go to
see them perform. My older
brother and I weren't
allowed to listen to their
songs.

Tim performs now
without Bird and uses the
name Mac MacDonald. One
of his buddies told me,
“He was playing ‘Love Me
Two Times’ the other night.
And you can put a buck in
the tip jar to get him to
stop any song. And if
someone else puts two dol-
lars in, the song will con-
tinue. So I put a dollar in; I
thought that would gener-
ate him some tips from
people wanting the song to
be continued. Nobody else
put a tip in, but a guy
wanted to kick my ass. He
was telling me how much
he liked the Doors and how
he wanted to hear the
song. He didn't realize he
could restart it.” MacDon-
ald then tells me about an
idea his wife had. Since
people always yell for
“Freebird,” there is a tip
jar that says “$100 to play
Freebird.” A few people
have paid it.

I ask Cindy if it’s hard
being married to a musi-
cian who is always per-
forming (often in other
cities). She said, “I under-
stand that's his job. And
that he often sees women

at these shows. He once
told me, ‘Yeah, I see a lot
of T and A, but you get my
DNA".”

Late in the afternoon,
people were starting to
leave.

Before I set the tattered, spiral-bound book in
its designated box, I held it in my hands and let
scenes play out before me — I saw friends who
caused me anguish, men for whom I harbored
unrequited love, and wondered how the me
reflected on those pages was able to get
through each day when I had been so unhappy.

Another hour was lost to reminiscing and
the piles still loomed above me. “All right, no
more dicking around,” I said aloud. “I need to
see a dent here, or else.” T had begun making
the same kind of empty threats to myself that
my mother had made to my sisters and me.
The unknown, intentionally ambiguous “else”

Though I have difficulty remembering
Grandmere’s face without first looking at a
photograph, when I cradle the heavy glass I can
picture her hands playing the piano or painting
a nature scene on canvas in her small Brooklyn
apartment. I liked to imagine she got the glass
in Ireland; it’s green, and she was Irish. But I
can’t recall whether or not she ever told me,
and now I prefer to believe that she found it
while window-shopping in Bay Ridge, not too
far from the front door of her building.

“This is for you,” she’d said. “A gift for
my talented granddaughter, something to keep
your papers from getting away from you as
you write and draw.” I held the glass in front of
the window and, delighting in the sparkly
effect the sun had on the bubbles within, I
could once again smell the lobby of her build-
ing. I bundled the paperweight in newspaper
and carefully set it next to the wrapped fairy
statues.

I avoided the giant box of photographs
that rested on the foot of my bed — they were
as tempting as my journals. Later, I promised
myself. When everything is packed and put
away, you can spend hours looking through those

pictures and remember each birthday, family
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gathering, and night out with
friends.

I turned my attention to
the top of my dresser. “I
guess I won’t need you any-
more,” I said to my stereo, a
Christmas gift from my
mother almost a decade ago.

Within the city of San Diego, the experiment is targeted at sev-
eral neighborhoods south of I-8, where many poor and minori-
ty residents are unlikely to have heard of the study and unlikeli-
er still to have the resources to sue if something goes awry. The
university conceals the identity of the city’s paramedic units who
carry the blood substitute.

When a curious reporter asks for the names of the neigh-
borhoods where the study is being carried out, a research coor-
dinator working for the university tells him that the Chicago
sponsor doesn’t want the information made public because
Wall Street moneymen — hoping to reap a financial windfall
from their investment in the company — might sell if they dis-
cover the experiment is not going well.

When the reporter asks university officials to provide details
of two “adverse event” reports involving the study, the officials
stonewall, saying the information is “nonpublic” because the
university has signed a confidentiality agreement with the
laboratory.

But if Hollywood wouldn’t buy that scenario, the University
of California and the City of San Diego already have. A little
more than two years ago, officials at UCSD signed an agree-
ment with Northfield Laboratories for clinical trials of

PolyHeme.

Despite repeated studies, PolyHeme
has yet to be approved by the Food and
Drug Administration, and this May,
Forbes magazine told its predominantly
Wall Street audience that researchers at
Walter Reed Army Institute of Research
had “published a study suggesting
PolyHeme might not be so safe after all.
Comparing resuscitative fluids, it found
that hemorrhaging lab rats treated with
PolyHeme experienced higher mortality
rates than those that received two com-
monly used solutions.”

The founder of Northfield labs is
Steven Gould, a 57-year-old physician
from Chicago who has worked on
blood substitutes for more than 25
years. In 1979, after obtaining a grant
from the Army, he and several other
doctors at the University of Chicago
developed a technique to separate
hemoglobin, the oxygen-carrying pro-
tein, from blood, then link the hemo-

globin molecules together into poly-
mers, hence the name PolyHeme.

“Initially a project of the United
States Army following the Vietnam
War,” Northfield’s website says, “the
objective was to develop a preparation
that could be infused rapidly and in
massive quantities to injured battlefield
combatants in far-forward areas and
mobile surgical theaters before the
injured could be evacuated to more
sophisticated field hospitals for defini-
tive care.”

Northfield’s promotional material
describes PolyHeme as “a solution of
chemically modified human hemoglo-
bin, which simultaneously restores lost
blood volume and hemoglobin levels
and can be rapidly and massively
infused.” The advantages of PolyHeme
are that it “requires no cross-matching.
It is compatible with all blood types and
therefore immediately available for



infusion. It has an extended shelf life
of over 12 months.”

The Army continued to fund
Gould until 1984, when it began sup-
porting his larger rival, Baxter
International, in its own quest for a
blood substitute. At that point, Gould
shifted his aim and put together
$1 million in funding from private
investors. A decade later, in 1994, with
several small clinical trials under his
belt, Gould took Northfield public,
raising $15 million at $6.50 a share.

But in 2001, according to the
Forbes article, the Food and Drug
Administration rejected Northfield’s
application to approve PolyHeme for
general use, citing lack of sufficient
clinical studies. The stock tanked,
sinking from $13.25 to $3.05.

Gould held on, sacking the com-
pany’s chief executive and eventually
reaching an agreement in 2003 with

the FDA to allow a new kind of clini-
cal trial that could be run without
getting the patient’s consent.
Employing a little-used exemption in
FDA regulations, Gould proposed
having paramedics in cities across
America infuse PolyHeme into 360
patients. San Diego was one of those
cities.

Under Northfield’s deal with the
FDA, the company and its research
partners agreed to conduct public
information campaigns in each city
where PolyHeme was to be deployed.
They were to arrange newspaper,
radio, and television coverage advis-
ing the public of the tests and of the
opportunity to opt out by wearing a
special bracelet. They were to set up a
website containing voluminous infor-
mation about the nature of the study
and the right to opt out. In San
Diego, much of this didn’t come to

pass.

Notice of the trial was posted on
an obscure part of a website run by
the UCSD Human Research
Protections Program. Today, those
who click on a link labeled “Public
Notices” are taken to another link
labeled “PolyHeme Trauma Trial” and
thence to the study’s information
page. Readers are told that “This
groundbreaking study is being con-
ducted in accordance with federal
regulations permitting an exception
from informed consent requirements
under 21 CFR 50.24.” The statement
says that a public information meet-
ing, where “comments and concerns”
were to be solicited, would be held
August 6, 2003, at the UCSD Medical
Center in Hillcrest. “Members of the
media are invited to cover this event,”
it added.

The only major newspaper story

covering the trial was spun heavily in
favor of the wonders of the experi-
mental substance and made light of
its possible hazards. “A new hope for
saving of lives,” said the headline over
the March 23, 2004, story in the
Union-Tribune. “Paramedics to con-
duct test of blood substitute.”

“These are people who are facing
death in a few hours,” the story quot-
ed Dr. David Hoyt, trauma director at
UCSD Medical Center and principal
investigator of the local PolyHeme
study. “Giving them this blood substi-
tute might just save them when con-
ventional treatment wouldn’t” The
paper added that “In a study of
PolyHeme from the late 1990s,

75 percent of those treated with it
survived, compared with 30 percent
treated only with saline solution.”

The paper went on to report that
“the blood substitute will only be
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available to paramedics

working south of
Interstate 8. Specific
paramedic and ambu-
lance units carrying
PolyHeme were not
identified. “Designated
paramedic units in San
Diego and the South
County and the Mercy
Air helicopter crew will
have a cooler containing
bags of the substitute,”
the story added.

The clinical trial
began in San Diego
County on May 20,
2004, when a Mercy Air
emergency-services heli-
copter, based at Gillespie
Field, started carrying
PolyHeme.

2004, seven ground
ambulances serving
cities outside of the city
of San Diego joined the
trial. The ground ambu-
lances are owned by a
private company,
American Medical
Response, which serves
11 cities in the county as
well as unincorporated
areas. According to the
company’s spokesman,

Devon Price, the ambu-
lances participating in
the study operate in
National City, Chula
Vista, Bonita, and
Imperial Beach. Earlier
this week, Hoyt, of
UCSD, said six para-
medic rigs outside the
city of San Diego were
equipped with
PolyHeme.

But according to

records obtained from
the City of San Diego, at
the time the U-T story
appeared, city officials
and UCSD administra-
tors were still negotiating
when and where the
city’s paramedics would
use PolyHeme.
Northfield wanted
to limit the PolyHeme
trial to neighborhoods
with the highest trauma

rates. On May 2, 2003,
Beth Romeril, the
research coordinator of
the UCSD study, wrote
Hoyt, the principal
investigator. “My biggest
concern at this time is
that in conversation with
Bob McGinnis from
Northfield on
Wednesday, he indicated
to me that Northfield
would not have enough
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product to stock even
the 12 or so ambulances
in UCSD’s catchment
area, that part of the rea-
son for the TREG [San
Diego County Regional
Trauma System Registry]
search would be to iden-
tify the 3 or 4’ ambu-
lances that would be
most likely to encounter
appropriate patients.

“I have asked him to
confirm the maximum
number of ambulances
they would be able to
supply for us and wait-
ing to hear back,”
Romeril wrote, adding
that her geographic sur-
vey of trauma data was
complicated. “Most of
the time the location
(zip code) where the
encounter took place is
not available, so we can’t
identify specific medic
rigs in most cases.”

At the City of San
Diego, officials worried
about possible lawsuits
in case PolyHeme didn’t
work as advertised. They
wanted to isolate the
city’s possible financial

liability by demanding
that the study’s sponsor
indemnify the city for
$15 million against mal-
practice claims.

Why might there be
malpractice claims?

By the very defini-
tion of the study, all
patients are in hemor-
rhagic shock and unable
to refuse the PolyHeme.
As noted by Northfield:
“It is expected that
patients enrolled in this
trial will be unable to
provide informed con-
sent because of the
nature and extent of
their injuries.” The lack
of consent was justified
on the grounds that the
existing blood substitute
currently used by para-
medics is simple saline
solution and that almost
anything, even an exper-
imental substance like
PolyHeme, would be an
improvement for desper-
ate trauma patients.

And there was
another reason for the
city to fear lawsuits. Even
after arriving at the hos-
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pital, patients would not
receive real blood.

The protocol called
for trauma patients
selected for the study to
be randomly separated
into two groups: the
control group would get
the standard saline as the
resuscitative fluid; the
experimental group
would be infused with
PolyHeme. When
patients arrived at the
hospital, those receiving
saline would be switched
to blood. But those
receiving PolyHeme
would continue to
receive PolyHeme — up
to a maximum of six
units — for 12 hours
after their injury.

Other medical cen-
ters were not as sanguine
as UCSD about the
PolyHeme trial and
pulled out before it
began. According to a
letter from Northfield to
Hoyt, dated last August
27, Milwaukee’s
Froedtert Memorial
Lutheran Hospital’s
review board “has not
approved conduct of the
study at their institution.
The letter from [redact-
ed] cites this [review
board’s] position that
once the patient is in the
hospital, blood is not an
unsatisfactory treatment,
which is what is required
for waived consent.”

Boston Medical
Center dropped out for
similar reasons.

A study at the
University of Southern
California was shut
down before it began,
according to state
records.

The City of San
Diego moved forward
with the trial in mid-
summer. In a memo
dated August 10, 2004,
the city’s Emergency
Medical Program man-
ager, Donna Goldsmith,
quietly informed the
council that the
PolyHeme trial would
finally proceed. “Based
upon previous trauma
demographic data,” the
memo said, “it is project-
ed that the San Diego
region will contribute 40
patients to the study. The

safety and efficacy of this
artificial blood product
have been demonstrated
in several in-hospital
studies involving more
than 300 patients.”

Goldsmith’s memo
went on to say that para-
medic units in three of
the city’s poorest com-
munities — Oak Park,
Nestor, and San
Ysidro — had been cho-
sen for the trial because
those areas generate the
largest number of severe
trauma patients, who
typically are victims of
car accidents and shoot-
ings. (A fourth para-
medic unit, based down-
town, would later be
included in the study,
Goldsmith said in a
recent telephone inter-
view, but that was not
included in the memo to
the council.)

“Specific ambu-
lances and medic-engine
crews have been selected
to carry PolyHeme in
specially designed cool-
ers,” the memo said.
“The crews selected are
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those that frequently
encounter major trauma
victims within the catch-
ment regions of the
trauma centers partici-
pating in the trial —
UCSD Medical Center
and Scripps-Mercy
Hospital”

The units assigned
to the PolyHeme trial —
Oak Park’s Medic 26,
San Ysidro’s Medic 29,
and Nestor’s Medic
62 — rarely venture
from their home turf,
Goldsmith said.

“Although
PolyHeme will be placed
on the engines and
ambulances listed above,
due to the fluidity of the
EMS System, these
resources could be
assigned as needed
throughout the City”

But under the terms
of the study, paramedics
could administer
PolyHeme only if they
were delivering the
patient to the UCSD
Medical Center or to
Scripps Mercy Hospital.

The agreement did

not go to council. It is
dated September 28,
2004, and is signed by
then—deputy city manag-
er Patricia Frazier. The
trial began in the city on
November 19.

(In May of this year,
Frazier, along with for-
mer treasurer Mary
Vattimo and human
resources director Cathy
Lexin, quit her job in
what was widely seen as
a shake-up related to the
city’s festering pension-
fund crisis. Lexin and
Vattimo, former mem-
bers of the pension
board, were later charged
with conflict of interest
for their votes to allow
underfunding of the
pension system. Frazier
was not charged.)

Though they had
become part of the
nationwide PolyHeme
trials, residents of the
neighborhoods served by
the designated para-
medic units were none
the wiser. Many details
of the PolyHeme study’s
protocol, along with
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much other information
about the trial in San
Diego, have never been
made public. In a letter
dated January 16, 2004,
Gould told Hoyt, princi-
pal investigator of the
UCSD study, “I urge you
to remind your study
coordinator and all oth-
ers associated with the
trial that information
about patients and the

details of the trial at your
site are not to be shared
with anyone outside the
study team.”

Under its August
2004 agreement with
UCSD, the City of San
Diego agreed “not to dis-
close to any third party
any Confidential infor-
mation,” defined as “all
information, data, mate-
rials, in whatever form

or medium, that
[Northfield] treats as
confidential and propri-
etary information.”

The secrecy has been
sweeping, denying citi-
zens any chance to mon-
itor the study’s progress
or receive information
about possible adverse
effects on patients. A
“research plan,” dated
January 10, 2003, and
attached to the city’s
contract with UCSD, was
obtained from the city
after repeated requests
under the California
Public Records Act. The
plan spells out details of
the PolyHeme trial, but
before UCSD turned it
over earlier this year, it
was heavily redacted to
remove any hint of
where and how the sub-
stance is being tested or
what paramedics are to
do in case of life-threat-
ening side effects.

One section of the
plan, which describes
how UCSD researchers
would attempt to get the
consent of a comatose

patient’s relative before
proceeding, was gutted.
It begins:

“Once a patient is
enrolled, the investigator
will commit to diligent
and frequent attempts to
contact a legally author-
ized representative or a
family member in order
to provide them with the
opportunity to object to
the patient’s continued
participation in the
study. At a minimum,
contact with a legally
authorized representa-
tive or family member
by the study coordinator
will be attempted at
least:”

The paragraph that
follows, apparently
describing the mandated
conditions for obtaining
consent before proceed-
ing, is completely
blacked out.

Particularly trou-
bling to some observers
are two in-house univer-
sity reports of “adverse
events” that have
occurred.

A letter dated May

Get a job
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27,2004, from Daniel
Masys, M.D.,, then direc-
tor of UCSD’s Human
Research Protections
Program, to Hoyt dis-
cussed the first incident.
“Your April 29, 2004
adverse event report for
Project 030443 has been
reviewed and accepted
by the IRB Committee at
the May 20, 2004 meet-
ing,” Masys wrote. The
IRB, or Institutional
Review Board, is a group
set up by the university
to review the ethics and
integrity of research
activities.

The letter’s next sen-
tence, apparently
describing the nature of
the adverse event, was
entirely redacted by the
university. Two final sen-
tences followed the
redaction: “The UCSD
IRB believes that all
issues have been ade-

quately addressed and
feels that the decision to
support this protocol in
July 2003 was appropri-
ate. Thank you for keep-
ing us informed.”

Asked how an
adverse event could have
occurred in April 2004,
almost a month before
the study began on May
20, Beth Romeril, the
UCSD research coordi-
nator affiliated with the
study, denied that the
May 27, 2004, letter
regarding an adverse
event report had any-
thing to do with the
PolyHeme study, even
though the document
specifically refers to the
trial. Romeril added that
university staff fill out a
lot of forms and some-
times forget to change
the heading at the top, so
they might have left the
wrong project number
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Nancy King

on the document. She
offered no explanation
as to why the letter also
makes reference to the
project number in its
body.

Another letter from
Masys to Hoyt, dated
August 26, 2004, refer-
enced a subsequent inci-
dent. “Your July 22, 2004
adverse event report for

Project 030443 has been
reviewed and accepted
by the IRB Committee at
the August 2004 meet-
ing. This report concerns
the following subject:
1).” An entirely redacted
sentence, apparently
describing the specifics
of the adverse event,
followed.

The letter then con-
cluded: “Tt is your opin-
ion that the event is defi-
nitely unrelated to the
study. It is also your
opinion that this update
will not require a change
to the risk management
procedures, application,
informed consent docu-
ment, or the risk/benefit
ratio. Thank you for
keeping us informed.”

When asked to pro-
vide copies of the reports
referred to in the letters,
the university produced
a form labeled “Report

:J ' . T .
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of Adverse Event,” signed
by Hoyt, dated July 27,
2004. Two pages of the
form, under the heading
“Principal Investigator’s
Assessment of Event,”
were completely blank,
with the exception of the
word “redacted”
stamped repeatedly
down the empty pages.
Other information, such
as the date of occurrence
and whether it caused a
fatality or was life-
threatening, was also
blacked out.

In the April 28,
2005, cover letter that
accompanied the materi-
al, Linda L. Maczko, the
university’s Public
Records Act coordinator,
said, “The basis for the
redaction to the adverse
event report and consent
form is patient priva-
cy.... The basis for all
the other redactions

made to the documents
provided is trade
secret/proprietary
information.”

Legal experts famil-
iar with public records
law note that patient pri-
vacy can be protected by
redacting the patient’s
name and identifying
information and thus is
not grounds to withhold
other details of the
event.

They also maintain
that in such situations
where a public agency
may place members of
the public at risk with-
out their consent, the
state’s Public Records Act
requires the agency to
provide the public with
as much information as
possible.

“We filed this
records request original-
ly with UCSD on
December 23, 2004,”

notes William Sauer, the
attorney who has han-
dled the Reader’s repeat-
ed Public Records Act
requests to the universi-
ty. “UCSD has continu-
ally ‘shielded’ the results
of the trial, alleging it is
a trade secret and its
release violates patient
confidentiality.

“We have asked for
no individual patient
information. We have
asked for no secret for-
mulas or processes.
UCSD is a public univer-

sity that should respond
promptly to the CPRA.
Instead it shields and
protects drug companies
that pay it for the clinical
trials.

“UCSD should care-
fully review the recent
overwhelming approval
by the voters in
California of Prop. 59,
commonly referred to as
the Sunshine
Amendment. Frankly, we
haven’t seen delaying
tactics like this in 25
years of legally obtaining

public documents.”

Under a “clinical
study agreement”
between UCSD and
Northfield dated March
22 of last year, the uni-
versity is to collect
$10,840 “per Completed
Patient” in the study.
Forty patients were
anticipated.

The contract
itself — provided by the
university, but heavily
redacted — outlines a
“payment schedule”
based on how long a
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patient remains in the
trial. If a patient drops
out early in the course of
treatment, before the
goals of the timeline are
met, UCSD receives sig-
nificantly less money.
That might create a con-
flict of interest, says
Nancy King, a bioethi-
cist, between the univer-
sity’s ethical mandate to
fully inform patients and
relatives about the dan-
gers of the treatment
and the university’s
desire to get fully paid by
Northfield.

Because the contract
was heavily redacted, a
full understanding of the
payment schedule is dif-
ficult. For example, the
contract says that “for
each Qualified Patient
completing step 1 who
withdraws from the
study for any reason
prior to completing
[redacted],” Northfield
will pay the university
just 35 percent of the
$10,840 fee. “For each
Qualified Patient com-
pleting step 1 [redacted]
phase,” the fee would be
50 percent of the total,
and so forth.

No matter how
many patients are
enrolled or how long
they remain in the study,
the contract says, “Non-
refundable Start Up
costs of $39,106.00 plus
the cost of four (4) com-
pleted patients
($43,360.00 less 20%
($8,672) = $34,688) for a
total of $73,794.00 will
be payable upon full exe-
cution of the
Agreement.” All costs are
subject to a 3 percent
annual adjustment for
inflation.

Scripps Mercy
Hospital is also paid for
participating in the
study. According to a
contract between UCSD
and Scripps Health,
dated May 11 of last
year, UCSD sought to
“conduct part of this
trial” at Scripps Mercy
“in order to enroll a larg-
er number of patients.”
Using funds provided by
Northfield, the contract
says, UCSD agreed to
pay Scripps Mercy

Hospital a $2000 fee for
each trauma patient who
completed the
PolyHeme trial, as set
out in its agreement with
Northfield. Of that
$2000, the hospital
receives $878 for lab fees
and Dr. Michael Sise,

not for his sole benefit.
“While reimbursement is
sent to Dr. Sise — lead
investigator at Scripps
Mercy, he (the Scripps
Mercy Trauma
Department) distributes
the monies to cover the
costs as outlined in the

head of trauma care at
Scripps Mercy, collects
$1122 per patient, the
contract says.
According to an e-
mail from Scripps
Health public relations
director Don Stanziano,
the payment to Sise is
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study’s approved budget.
“Physicians receive
reimbursement for the
extra time it takes to
attend to the study. The
trauma surgeons (four at
Scripps Mercy) receive
$560 per patient. [That]
money is donated to

Scripps Mercy’s research
fund to offset the cost of
doing unfunded clinical
research. The remaining
funds pay for other
staffing costs such as
nursing.”

Stanziano declined
to comment on whether
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Mercy had suffered any
adverse events related to
the study. “Due to confi-
dentiality of study proto-
cols, that question must
be directed to Northfield
Labs, the study’s spon-
sor,” the e-mail said.

Under state law, the
medical director of the
county’s Emergency
Medical Services, Dr.
Gary Vilke, is supposed
to act as watchdog over
all paramedics in San
Diego County. But that
is not Vilke’s only job.
The rest of his time is
spent as medical director
of prehospital services at
UCSD Medical Center,
where Hoyt is a member
of the board of

governors.

In the fall of 2003,
Vilke sought permission
from Richard E. Watson,
the interim director of
the state’s Emergency
Medical Services
Authority, to begin test-
ing PolyHeme in San
Diego. “Initially I had
concerns about the study
due to the exception for
patient consent,” Watson
responded to Vilke on
October 23, 2003.

“My approval, how-
ever, is based on your
agreement to do the fol-
lowing. For the first two
months following initia-
tion of the trial study, I
would like a weekly
update on the study via a

phone call to me or Dr.
Tharratt. For the dura-
tion of the study would
also require immediate
notification (by phone
or fax) to Dr. Tharratt of
any occurrence of a seri-
ous adverse event...and
a written trial study
progress report every 6
months.”

Vilke reported to
Watson on the study’s
progress in a letter dated
last December 16.
Despite the two adverse
event reports on file at
UCSD, Vilke reported
that “There were no
complications in the
study protocol, nor were
there any complications
or adverse events in the

care of the patients in
pre-hospital or hospital
setting.”

Dr. Steven Tharratt,
who is a medical con-
sultant to the state’s
Emergency Medical
Services Authority, says
the authority has not
been provided copies of
the two adverse event
reports filed by Hoyt.
Despite Watson’s
requirement that
Tharratt be notified
immediately of a serious
adverse event, Tharratt
said the adverse event
reports sent to the IRB
“wouldn’t be something
we would be interested
in seeing. That is not our
area of oversight.”

Vilke also reported
in his letter to Tharratt
that as of last December,
the UCSD study had
enrolled only four
patients. Vilke added,
“All 4 patients enrolled
in the study are doing
well.”

Six months later,
after he had been
queried by a reporter
about the adverse event
reports, Vilke reported to
Watson, in a letter dated
June 20, 2005, that “to
date, we have enrolled a
total of fourteen patients
into the study.

“There have been a
total of four protocol
violations. All have been
reviewed by me and

none resulted in any
adverse events with the
patients. There were no
complications as a result
of the study protocol,
nor were there any com-
plications or adverse
events in the care of the
patients in pre-hospital
setting.

“We have not had
any immediately
reportable safety events,
so no IND safety reports
have been generated to
date. All patients
enrolled have done well
and are all alive at 30-
day follow up.

“We have monitored
the scene times for these
patients and they were
essentially unchanged
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compared with similar
status trauma patients
during the same time
period.”

According to Vilke’s
letter, at least 250
patients from across the
nation have been
enrolled so far in the
study.

But finding suitable
test subjects has not
been easy. Struggling to
recruit subjects to the
PolyHeme trials,
researchers in December
considered offering
paramedics “incentives”
in return for their coop-
eration, according to
documents released by
UCSD after more than
five months of delay.

“Are there any
incentives/activities that
would motivate the EMS
that you use or would
recommend using that
would not be inappro-
priate or be equated to
directly rewarding them
for patient recruitment?”
asks Northfield in an
agenda, dated December
8, 2004, for an

“Enrollment Meeting” at
its Evanston, Illinois,
headquarters. The
apparent response from
UCSD, highlighted in
boldface type: “Gifts of
food items (Christmas
baskets: coffee) or inex-
pensive give-aways like
pens, penlights, mugs
with ‘Polyheme study’ on
them for the whole
group regardless of
enrollment as a thank-
you for participation.”

The agenda asks,
“Do you know of any
incentive program
restrictions that might
exist at your hospital?”
The response: “No mon-
etary gifts or payment
for enrollment.”

The document also
said, “Share with us the
worst comment you've
heard from EMS/Flight
Nurses (or any other
study staff) regarding
the study. What would
be a creative response?”

The reply: “Flight
crew from North
County: We bring you
maybe one trauma

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patient/year that would
qualify for this study, so
why did they bother
including us?

“We have responded
that there are so few
patients that meet crite-
ria, that every single one
is precious for the study,
plus the fact that the air
crews are potentially the
most reliable at follow-
ing study protocols and
thus providing the best
data”

One of the most
outspoken critics of the
PolyHeme study is
Nancy King, a professor
of social medicine at the
University of North
Carolina at Chapel Hill
School of Medicine.
Trained as a lawyer and
specializing in bioethics
and health law, King has
concentrated on issues of
informed consent, a spe-
cialty that ultimately led
her to monitor closely
the genesis of the
PolyHeme study.

“When one gets
involved in a research
study,” King says, “nor-
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mally one goes through
a fairly extensive consent
process and signs a con-
sent form and is given a
lot more information
about what’s going to
happen than may well
happen in the doctor’s
office when the doctor
says, ‘I think you need
such and such.”

That started to
change back in 1996,
King says, when Baxter
International, the large
pharmaceutical compa-
ny, petitioned the federal
government to allow
testing of its blood sub-
stitute on patients who
could not provide their
consent.

“That’s a very big
departure from all of the
regulatory structures
that govern human-sub-
jects research. What was
ultimately approved was
a regulation that permit-
ted research under those
limited circumstances
where the subject is in a
life-threatening
condition.

“One of the things

that has been quite inter-
esting to follow since
that regulatory structure
was put in place
was...well, there haven’t
been that many studies
done under the emer-
gency waiver. And peo-
ple have a lot of ques-
tions about how to do it
well”

Is the waiver of
informed consent neces-
sary to conduct medical
research? King says there
may be circumstances
that make it impossible
to require patient con-
sent before an experi-
mental treatment is
administered, but they
are few and far between.

“I think that most of
the time, and frankly
almost all of the time,
there are ways to do rele-
vant studies where the
waiver is not needed.
What the waiver gets you
really is faster enrollment
of subjects.

“You may have a sci-
entific reason for saying
we need to get more
subjects quickly, but

more often it’s a ques-
tion of how fast a drug
or device or procedure
that’s new needs to move
through the system in
order to be most prof-
itable for the study
Sponsor.

“One of the con-
cerns that I have about
the PolyHeme trial is
that, looking at the study
sponsor’s website, their
materials basically talk
about the future of
PolyHeme as being in
military applications and
for elective surgery. In
both of those popula-
tions one can get
prospective consent. So
the very design of the
PolyHeme study is trou-
bling since there are
other ways to gather the
data.

“The other thing
that has troubled me —
and this, I think, is a flaw
in the IRB process as
well as in the way the
sponsor’s thinking about
the study — is that the
kinds of things that are
being done per commu-
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nity consultation and the
material that’s available
for community consulta-
tion are very slim.

“Most sites have
merely posted notices
about public meetings
held in places that peo-
ple don’t usually go, and
the investigator will go
and give the slide show
that’s given to him by
the study sponsor and
hand out materials that
have been developed by
the study sponsor, which
is all the same stuff [at
every site].

“And it’s all fairly
flawed, because the basic
materials, the basic FAQ
sheets about the study,
talk about how many
‘patients’ have already
been ‘treated’ with
PolyHeme, and that’s a
very misleading
description.

“Nobody who has
gotten PolyHeme has
been anything but a
research subject, because
this is an experimental
intervention. So anybody
who gets it is a research
subject. And it’s not a
treatment yet because it
hasn’t been approved. So
saying, ‘Well, X number

of patients have already
been treated with
PolyHeme’ provides a
false sense of reassurance
to a subject that may
actually be quite
misleading”

Northfield has care-
fully guarded its research
protocol, the plan detail-
ing how its study is to be
conducted, the dosage to
be used, the results of
prior testing, and other
details. King argues that
this is common in the
drug industry but not
appropriate for research
on subjects who do not
provide their consent.

“What was shown in
earlier-phase research?
What kind of earlier-
phase research was actu-
ally conducted? What
numbers are there? What
leads up to saying this is
the right time for this
kind of study now?”

Without such infor-
mation, King says, com-
munities can’t judge the
trade-offs between
PolyHeme and saline
solution, the currently
used alternative.

“What ambulances
can do is give you saline
to keep up your blood

volume, but they can’t
actually provide you
with blood that is able to
enable your system to
keep getting enough
oxygen,” she explains.
“They’ve got to give you
saline and try to stop the
bleeding and get you to
the hospital, where you
can get blood, because
that’s what carries
oxygen.

“In the field then, if
the argument is that
PolyHeme can supply
some of that oxygen at
least temporarily, and it
doesn’t need to be refrig-
erated, and it doesn’t
need to be typed and
cross-matched, well, that
would be a really good
thing to have”

But once a patient
gets to the hospital,
where blood is available
for transfusion, the
equation changes.
PolyHeme-study patients
are forbidden to imme-
diately receive blood,
and King says that raises
questions about the
ethics of the study’s
design.

“In this trial, if
somebody comes to the
hospital and they’ve

been randomized to get
PolyHeme in the field,
they’re going to keep
getting PolyHeme for up
to 12 hours after they
arrive at the hospital.
And that’s at least 11
hours after they could
have received typed and
cross-matched whole
blood, which is the stan-
dard of care.

“And since the regu-
lations themselves say
that it’s only appropriate
to use this emergency
waiver of consent when
available treatments are
unproven or unsatisfac-
tory, once they get to the
hospital, and typed and
cross-matched whole
blood is available, the
trial no longer meets the
condition for meeting
the emergency waiver.”

Why then would the
Institutional Review
Board at UCSD buy into
such a study?

“I think there are
two issues going on,”
says King. “One is that
there is not a lot of activ-
ity under the waiver, and
there are a lot of IRBs
who are very, very busy
and understaffed and all
that kind of stuff, who

don’t know the regula-
tions well. They may
actually look at a trial
like this and say, ‘Well,
the FDA is really the
expert in these regula-
tions, and if the FDA
says it’s okay, it must be
okay’”

King says she has
reservations about the
City of San Diego’s
decision to test
PolyHeme only in large-
ly poor and minority
neighborhoods. “I think
that the kind of target-
ing that you're describ-
ing, if that were known,
that would cause quite a
stink.

“I think it’s an issue
with a blood-substitute
study where probably
the two populations
most likely to be
enrolled are people who

have been in motor
vehicle accidents and
people who have expe-
rienced violence.

“The assumption
that particular neigh-
borhoods are going to
produce more subjects
or the assumption that
particular neighbor-
hoods are going to pro-
duce subjects whose
families are less likely to
ask questions afterwards
is problematic.”

In a brief telephone
interview he granted
Monday, Hoyt defended
UCSD's participation in
the PolyHeme study
against critics such as
King. “The exception to
informed consent is a
policy that is fully legit-
imate and a process that
has been recognized
and approved by the
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federal government,”
Hoyt said, adding that
the protocol is not only
legitimate and safe, it is
appropriate and a way
to extend important
medical research. He
added, “We have very
broad support through-
out the community.”
The issue of notify-
ing residents of neigh-
borhoods in which the
PolyHeme-equipped rigs
are located “wasn't
something we specifical-
ly considered” as part of
the study's outreach
effort, he said.
Neighborhoods in
the city of San Diego
where PolyHeme is
deployed were chosen
based on their trauma
rates. There was a “cost
containment problem,”
as described in the
Romeril memo, because
it would have been too
costly to deploy the
PolyHeme on every
paramedic unit, he said.
Regarding the
adverse event reports, he
said that if a patient had

a serious illness or died
and it wasn't due to the
PolyHeme, that would be
an example of an adverse
event. As to who deter-
mines whether the sub-
stance was responsible or
not, that is a “consensus”
decision made by him
and other research staff,
and reported to the
Institutional Review
Board. No adverse events
related to PolyHeme had
occurred, Hoyt added. m

This is the text of a talk given in San Diego to
the Association of Alternative Newsweeklies
on June 18 by Mike Davis. Davis is the author
of City of Quartz and Under the Perfect Sun.

Welcome to the city of crooks.

This bright, guilty place has seduced
generations of visitors with its beaches, panda
bears, and wet T-shirt contests, but it has
another, uglier side that most tourists never
see. The get-rich-quick ethos, which San
Diego has raised to the status of religion, has
caused generations of civic mayhem. Wall Street
aside, San Diego is the nation’s capital of
white-collar crime, specializing in Ponzi and
pyramid schemes, of which Westgate, J. David,
MB Financial, and PinnFund USA are only
the most notorious past examples.

San Diego is also the seat of chronic
municipal corruption to rival that of
Youngstown or Providence. Two of its post-
war mayors have been hauled off in hand-

cuffs, while another, who escaped a grand jury
indictment in the 1990s by the skin of her
teeth, may yet be brought to justice. A score
more of councilmembers, police chiefs, plan-
ning directors, judges, and commissioners over
the past 30 years have been charged with
perjury, bribe-taking, or the illegal use of
funds — a record unequaled by any other
large city on the West Coast. Indeed, in the
entire West, only Phoenix comes close to
San Diego’s institutionalized graft and pay-
for-play politics.

Even against the background of this
lurid history, the current city hall follies are
spectacular. As you probably know, San Diego
has been renamed “Enron by the Sea” because
of a $5 billion pension-fund scandal that
has brought the city to the edge of bank-
ruptcy. Mayor Dick Murphy has resigned, and
six past and present members of the pension
board have been indicted by the D.A. More
than likely, this is just the beginning of a

criminal roll call that will eventually include
a former mayor and city manager.

Meanwhile, the councilman who will soon
become the acting mayor spends his days in
a federal courtroom where he and a col-
league are on trial for wire fraud in a tawdry
affair known as “Strippergate.” Although the
two preppy councilmembers deny any wrong-
doing, the Las Vegas—based owner of a local
nude dancing club has given damning tes-
timony that he bribed both officials, as well
as another councilman recently deceased,
in order to modify a city ordinance to allow
customers to grope lap dancers.

When local politicians aren’t dipping
into pension funds or hustling for chump
change from Vegas mobsters, they are feath-
ering their nests with favors from government
contractors. Thus it was recently revealed
that the CEO of a defense firm bought San
Diego congressman Duke Cunningham’s
old Del Mar house for $700,000 over mar-

ket value. It is reported that when the Repub-
lican icon was questioned about this appar-
ent bribe, he replied with the non sequitur
reassurance that he had “never smoked a
marijuana cigarette.” Good for him.
Finally, Norm Stamper — the former
police chief of Seattle who spent his early
years as a member of San Diego’s infamous
Red Squad — has just published an aston-
ishing memoir — Breaking Ranks—which
lifts the lid on rampant racism, corruption,
brutality, and sexual depravity in the San
Diego Police Department during the 1960s.
Why is San Diego so incorrigible? In
Under the Perfect Sun, the antitourist guide
that I wrote with Kelly Mayhew and Jim
Miller two years ago,  emphasized the struc-
tural imbalance in San Diego history between
powerful private actors and weak unions
and public interest groups. On a compara-
tive spectrum of large American cities, San
Diego would be furthest from the examples

of New York or Chicago, where
strong mayors have to resolve
complex algebras of interests
that include formidable non-
business constituencies. In
San Diego, until very recently,
there have never been vote-rich
unions, civil rights groups, or
ethnic political machines to
countervail the influence of
local plutocrats and develop-
ers. For much of its history, San
Diego government has been
closer to a private utility than
a commonweal. Business
organizations and a succes-
sion of wealthy “Mr. San Die-
gos” have routinely preempted
the shaping of city policy
through alliances with pow-
erful and secretive city man-
agers and planning directors.

But there is another cru-
cial factor in shaping San
Diego’s histories of private-
interest government and offi-
cial corruption: media monop-
oly. San Diego was the first, or
at least one of the earliest,
American big cities to become
a news monoculture.

A competing daily press
became extinct far back in
1939, when the progressive
and usually pro-union San
Diego Sun — a Scripps
paper — was purchased and
then liquidated by the Cop-
ley empire. Since then, news
and opinion in San Diego
have been dominated by a
series of Copleys: old Colonel
Ira, his adopted son Jim, Jim’s
wife Helen, and now, after the
grand dowager’s recent death,
by grandson David. While his

mother reigned for years over
San Diego philanthropy, the
current Union-Tribune pub-
lisher is mainly known to the
general public for his drunk-
driving citations and his
reputed association with
Andrew Cunanan, who mur-
dered Gianni Versace. The
younger Copley’s consigliere,
by the way, remains the semi-
mummified Herb Klein, Dick
Nixon’s former communica-
tions director.

I grew up in the 1950s
and 1960s in the conserva-
tive shadow of the Unionand
Tribune. The Old Testament,

McKinleyite Republicanism
of Colonel Ira in the 1930s
became the nuclear-fire-
and-brimstone, let—Curtis
LeMay-bomb-them-back-
to-‘rhe-stone—age, conservatism
of son Jim during my child-
hood. The management of
the Copley empire was dom-
inated by retired admirals,
Marine generals, and civilian
warmongers and labor-haters.
My father, a founder of his
local of the Amalgamated
Meatcutters but also a devout
local sports fan, followed the
same ritual every evening
when he came home from

work. He would carefully set
aside the sports page of the
Tribune, then with a smile tear
up the editorial pages and
throw them in the trash.

In one of my books, I've
written about San Diego’s hot
rod riot of 1960 and how the
Copley papers— official spon-
sors of the Christian Anti-
Communist Crusade— man-
aged to discern Kremlin influ-
ence in any act of youthful
rebellion or antiauthoritari-
anism. In 1963-64, when I
was a teenage member of the
Congress of Racial Equality
(CORE) in San Diego, the

Unionand Tribuneroutinely
red-baited Martin Luther King
while denouncing CORE as
dangerous agitators.

Fortunately there have
always been rebellious slaves
on the Copleys’ plantation.
In the absence of daily press
competition, what has kepta
critical Fourth Estate alive in
San Diego has been the alter-
native media, beginning with
San Diego Magazine in the
1950s, the Doorand San Diego
Street Journalin the late 1960s,
the San Diego Reader since
the 1970s, joined today by San
Diego CityBeat and the Inter-
net-based Voice of San Diego.
Indeed, one can easily argue
that — precisely because of
the Copley’s early monop-
oly — the alternative press
has played a larger and more
heroic role in San Diego than
in almost any other Ameri-
can city.

San Diego Magazine —
today just a glossy decoration

in dentists’ offices — may
seem an odd forerunner of
the local alternative press, but
the original incarnation was
patterned after Los Angeles’
famous Arts and Architecture
magazine and featured first-
rate writing as well as pioneer
environmental criticism. In
1957-58 the magazine led the
battle to save Mission Val-
ley — then still mainly dairy
farms — from motels, malls,
and stadiums. Architecture
writer James Britton sought
to convince readers that the
struggle over Mission Valley
was nothing less than a bat-
tle for the very soul of the city.
He warned that if the city
council gave way to power-
fullandowners, “the gorgeous
open valley will become with
miscellaneous profit-seeking
operations, the whoppingest
roadside clutter in America.”
He was, of course, prophetic.

In the 1960s and 1970s,
San Diego Magazine featured

the extraordinary investiga-
tive reportage of Harold Keen.
Month after month, year after
year, Keen — who was also a
local television commenta-
tor— provided an astute com-
mentary on San Diego’s power
elites and their ceaseless machi-
nations. He deserves some of
the credit for the ultimate
overthrow of downtown
banker and Republican leader
C. Arnholt Smith, “Mr. San
Diego of the Century” The
Smith story deserves a brief
retelling because it exempli-
fies the irreplaceable role played
by the alternative press.

In the 1960s, San Diego
city government often seemed
like just another subsidiary
of Smith’s sprawling West-
gate-California empire, which
included tuna fleets, a shipyard,
alocal airline, the cab franchise,
U.S. National Bank, hotels,
luxury real estate, and the San
Diego Padres. His protégé and
business partner, John Alessio,

owned Caliente Racetrack and
chaperoned local gamblers
and mobsters . Forbes maga-
zine would later call Smith
“the swindler of the century;”
and federal prosecutors would
ultimately unveil Westgate-
California as a huge Ponzi
scheme that swindled hun-
dreds of millions from unsus-
pecting stockholders. But at
the time I graduated from
high school in 1964, Smith
was the uncontested ruler of
San Diego, in partnership with
the Copley papers.

Smith greatest asset, how-
ever, was his intimate friend-
ship with Dick Nixon. C. Arn-
holt had backed the South-
ern California Republican
from the very beginning and
played a key behind-the-scenes
role in the 1968 campaign.
Nixon and his attorney gen-
eral John Mitchell, in turn,
sabotaged all the early attempts
by the IRS and the FBI to
unravel Smith’s house of fraud.

Although Harold Keen
in San Diego Magazinebecame
the master chronicler of this
story, San Diego’s scrappy
underground press, led by the
Street Journal and followed
by the Door, were the first to
hold C. Arnholt’s feet to the
fire, publicizing what Union
and Tribune reporters had
known for years but had never
been allowed to published:
that Smith, in essence, ran San
Diego through a vast spider
web of swindled funds, bribed
politicians, and underworld
connections.

The Street Journal’s alle-
gations, in particular, were
contested by terror rather than
lawsuits. On top of persistent
police harassment of their
vendors and distributors, the
paper’s staff suffered through
several years of death threats,
fire bombings, and even a
sniper attack. A Ramparts
writer note that “curiously,
this terror campaign intensi-

fied as the paper exposed more
and more illegal activities of
San Diego kingpin, C. Arn-
holt Smith.”

However, it wasn’t pos-
sible to terrorize the Wall Street
Journal, and in April 1969,
the paper stunned San Diego
with a detailed exposé of
Smith’s criminal activity. Mean-
while, the IRS was closing in
on Smith’s associate, Alessio,
who had been subsidizing his
own investments and Smith’s
with the illegal and untaxed
“skim” from the Caliente Race-
track. Smith called for help
to the White House (where
former San Diego Union edi-
tor Herb Klein was now tak-
ing phone calls) and Nixon
punctually halted the inves-
tigations. But—and here the
story becomes too complex
to easily summarize— J. Edgar
Hoover, who disliked Smith,
put the FBI back on the case.

Alessio, his son, and three
brothers were ultimately con-

victed in one of the largest
tax fraud cases in American
history. Meanwhile, a Smith
associate confessed that he
had bribed the mayor and the
city council to raise cab fares.
In October 1970, Mayor Cur-
ran and all but one member
of the 1967 council were
indicted for conspiracy and
bribery. When all but one of
the defendants was ultimately
acquitted, President Nixon
sent a telegram of congratu-
lations. (Soon after the mayor’s
chief assistant was arrested
for molesting a six-year-old.)

The president also
decided to make a dramatic,
even cavalier gesture in sup-
port of San Diego’s embat-
tled establishment. Overrid-
ing considerable opposition
within his own camp, Nixon
insisted that San Diego —
which he called his “lucky
city”— host the 1972 Repub-
lican convention. In nomi-
nating Smithtown, Nixon tied
a fatal knot linking the scan-
dals of his administration to
the meltdown of the ancient
regime in San Diego.

What followed was a con-
vention fiasco that involved
an infamous quid pro quo

with the Nixon administration
calling off an anti-trust suit
against I'TT in return for the
corporation’s promise to help
finance the convention. Simul-
taneously, Life magazine —
building on stories originally
broken in the Door and San
Diego Magazine— published
an exposé that began with the
sentence: “The Nixon admin-
istration has seriously tam-
pered with justice in the city
of San Diego.” The article
described the repeated efforts
of the White House to block
or sabotage the indictments
of the Alessios, the trial of the
city council, and, above all,
any prosecution of Smith.
Ultimately, Smith himself was
indicted and sent to prison.

Let me reiterate that if it
hadn’t been for the alternative
press in these years, there
would probably be a huge
gilded statue of C. Arnholt
Smith outside this hotel in
Horton Plaza...most likely
with the inscription “donated
inloving memory by the Cop-
ley Family”

The overthrow of Smith
led to the era of Pete Wilson,
seen in those days as a mod-
erate, pro-environment Repub-

lican. Wilson was backed by
a bipartisan coalition of
younger businessmen, includ-
ing the prominent Democ-
rat and future Jerry Brown
lieutenant, Dick Silberman.
Wilson— the only truly strong
and memorable mayor in San
Diego history — brokered
slower growth in the North
Cityin exchange for the accel-
erated redevelopment of down-
town. To the profit of the old-
guard families who controlled
most downtown real estate,
sailortown became the con-
doland and tourist theme-
park you enjoy today — all
at the expense of affordable
housing, the working poor,
and the tax increments diverted
from schools and welfare.
Wilson’s successor in 1983
was another “Green” Repub-
lican named Roger Hedge-
cock. Hedgecock, in fact, was
the political front man for the
two greatest swindlers — after
C. Arnholt Smith — in San
Diego history: Nancy Hoover
and J. David Dominelli. Don
Bauder, who now writes for
the San Diego Reader, covered
the case for the Copley press,
and what the Unionwouldn’t
print, he published himself

in Captain Money and the
Golden Girl — far and away
the best book on modern San
Diego. Long out of print, it is
currently being serialized in
the Reader.

Inanutshell, Hoover and
Dominelli ran an astonish-
ingly successful Ponzi scheme
based on foreign currency
speculation that bilked rich
La Jolla investors. Although
blue-collar San Diego was on
the ropes in 1983 with 11 per-
cent unemployment, life had
never seemed sweeter for the
investor class. Together with
their hundreds of triumphant
clients, Hoover and Dominelli
were living proof of the con-
temporary belief, to quote La
Jolla evangelist Terry Cole-
Whittaker, that “prosperity
was your divine right.” Then
in early 1984, prosecutors
closed in on Dominelli and
there was panic in the tea
shops of La Jolla. Dominelli,
after unsuccessfully trying to
scrounge a $125 million loan
from the Bonnano crime fam-
ily in Brooklyn, fled to Montser-
rat, where he was arrested and
extradited back to San Diego.

As federal investigators
dug deeper into the gilded
world of Hoover and
Dominelli, they discovered a
fantastic plot not simply to
swindle investors but to take
over city hall. “They are buy-
ing the mayor’s job,” one of
Dominelli’s confederates told
the FBL. Hedgecock had con-
cealed more than $357,000
in campaign contributions
from the Ponzi schemers and
was indicted by the grand jury.
His first trial ended in a dead-
lock, with 11 of 12 jurors vot-
ing for a conviction. At his
second trial in fall 1985, Hedge-
cock surprised prosecutors
by hiring Oscar Goodman,
Las Vegas’s famous “attorney
for the mob” (and, currently,
mayor of the glitterdome).
Nonetheless, Hedgecock was
convicted on 13 felony counts,
sentenced to a year in jail, and
forced to resign from office.
Dominelli, as part of his own
confession, confirmed Hedge-
cock’s guilt.

But Hedgecock refused
to accept his overthrow. While
appealing his jail time, he
acquired a bully pulpit —
which he still owns — as a
“rage radio” host in the man-
ner of Rush Limbaugh. The
former environmentalist rein-
vented himself as the chief
hammer of illegal immigra-
tion. Among other wild alle-
gations, he claimed that thou-
sands of Mexican women were
having babies on the U.S. side

of the border so they could
collect welfare payments and
then live in luxury in Tijuana.
These brown-peril tirades,
which undoubtedly influ-
enced Pete Wilson’s later guber-
natorial frenzies, sent Hedge-
cock’s AM ratings into the

stratosphere, particularly after
he instigated “Light Up the
Border;” which came perilously
close to vigilantism. Angry
Anglos in their Dodge pick-
ups and Mercedes sedans were
encouraged to shine head-
lights on the border fence

where the “invasion of North
America” was supposedly tak-
ing place.

In 1990 the California
Supreme Court overturned
HedgecocK’s 12 perjury con-
victions because of judicial
error. Former jurors expressed

their helpless incredulity at
the justices” decision. To avoid
anew trial, Hedgecock accepted
his conspiracy conviction and
paid alarge fine, while falsely
assuring his radio audience
of his complete vindication.
Refuting E Scott Fitzgerald’s

assurance that there are “no
second acts” in American lives,
the born-again Hedgecock
still dominates local commute
time, rousing the plain folk
against the immigrant hordes
and free-spending Democ-
rats. He claims chief credit,

not without some justifica-
tion, for rallying the voters
behind his friend, Arnold
Schwarzenegger.

A few years after Hedge-
cocK’s arrest, in April 1989,
FBI agents broke into a Mis-
sion Bay hotel room and
arrested Dick Silberman,
ancient ally of Pete Wilson
and former right hand of Jerry
Brown. They caught Silber-
man as he was consummat-
ing a deal to launder $1.1 mil-
lion in Colombian cocaine
money. His associate, and the
original object of the two-
year investigation, was Christ
Petti, reputedly the Chicago
mobslocal representative. Sil-
berman, who bragged of his
past record of money laun-

dering, had asked Petti to put
him in touch with Colom-
bian narcotrafficantes— one
of whom was actually an
undercover FBI agent. After his
arrest, Silberman tried to save
his skin by offering incrimi-
nating evidence against Willy
Brown, the flamboyant speaker
of the state assembly.
Silberman’s arrest— fol-
lowed by his eventual con-
viction and prison sentence —
set off a small earthquake
inside the San Diego ruling
class, since he was everyone’s
unwanted relative. An old date
of Helen Copley — the Union-
Tribune’s publisher — he was
married at the time of his
arrest to a rising young Repub-
lican named Susan Golding.

Golding, a shrewd survivor,
immediately denied any
knowledge of her husband’s
dealings with mobs and car-
tels, or the possible use of
tainted money in her cam-
paigns. Portraying herself as
a victimized woman, she
divorced Silberman, and, after
one of the dirtiest campaigns
in San Diego history, was
elected mayor in 1992 with
the support of the Copleys.
On Golding’s watch, the city
accommodated the extor-
tionate demands of its major
sports franchises for guaran-
teed football ticket sales and
the public construction of a
downtown baseball stadium.
In her second term, the great-
est windfall in the city’s his-

tory — the Navy’s gift of its
435-acre training center —
was quickly squandered in a
sweetheart deal with politi-
cally powerful developer Corky
McMillin. The city sold NTC
to McMiillin for exactly $8 and
a share of future profits.
McMillin, for his part, has
helped solved the city’s acute
housing crisis (fewer than
10 percent of San Diegans
earn enough to afford a
median-value new home) by
building more luxury town-
houses on the site.

Golding, in hopes of pol-
ishing her own candidacy for
senator or governor, also
brought the Republican con-
vention to San Diego, skim-
ming off payments to the city
pension fund to subsidize the
GOP shindig. Indeed, she and
her city manager initiated the
practice of underfunding the
pension fund that has now
brought the city to the edge
of the abyss.

This also brings my lit-
tle talk full circle. The geneal-
ogy of corruption in San
Diego links each political gen-
eration to the next, Smith
and Alessio in the early 1970s
to Hedgecock and Silberman

in the 1980s to Golding in
the 1990s to the current crew.
More often than not, Cop-
ley editorial policy has been
firmly on the side of the
crooks. Although a few good,
even great, investigative jour-
nalists like Don Bauder have
risen out of the ranks of the
Union-Tribune, they have
always been more hamstrung
than encouraged by their
bosses. Moreover, the cur-
rent Copley seems to be drag-
ging the family paper back-
ward in time. Last year, for
instance, the Union-Tribune
fired its veteran columnist
Neil Morgan.

For 50 years, Morgan
has been a beloved figure in
San Diego, our Herb Caen.
His generous voice and gen-
tle humor often provided the
only warmth in the icy pages
of the Union-Tribune. Over
the past few years, however,
Morgan began to despair
about the state of the city
and the venality of its lead-
ership. His column became
a fascinating, interactive dia-
logue with readers about the
need for root-and-branch
reform. As a result, he was
purged.

Happy to say, however,
that Morgan has not gone
gently. Indeed, he has returned
with a roar on San Diego’s
new Internet alternative paper,
Voice of San Diego, which fea-
tures the vigorous background
research and lively debate so
lacking in the U-T. At the
same time, the San Diego
Reader —a paper whose idio-
syncratic format and edito-
rial viewpoints make it sui
generis in an increasingly
homogenous world of weekly
journalism — continues to
offer the superb muckraking
of Don Bauder as well as a
weekly audit of insider wheel-
ing and dealing by veteran
editor Matt Potter.

Also, for the first time in
memory, San Diego has two
tough progressive politicians
of outstanding quality —
Councilmember Donna Frye
and City Attorney Mike
Aguirre —leading the attack
on private government and
city hall corruption. If they
stand a chance of reforming
the city, it will be partly due
to support from San Diego’s
always gutsy and still vibrant
alternative press. m

“Nancy and Jerry were living in a fairy-tale

land,” says a close friend of Nancy Hoover’s.
Their dream was inevitably going to evanesce.
Basic economics dictated it.

It happened on Montserrat—Fantasy
Island.

J. David and Montserrat were ideally
suited for each other. According to a 1983
U.S. Senate subcommittee report, Montser-
rat became a tax haven more by accident
than by design. The island has “no general
body of coherent bank legislation,” said the
report. One Montserrat official told Senate
investigators, “Confidentiality [in Montser-
rat banking] is guaranteed by inefficiency”

While J. David was in operation,
Montserrat was Fantasy Island only in the
accounting sense. But in April 1984, two
months after the bankruptcy, Dominelli
actually took up residence on the little island,
along with a small entourage — Parin
Columna, secretaries Valerie Erwin and
Debra Hart, and Hart’s husband, Calman,

and his attorney Orr

would be back from Europe

to report on the status of J. David accounts

in overseas banks. Their pockets would be
empty, Dominelli knew.

He thought he was ready with a last-
ditch effort. In February and March, in his
frantic scramble to borrow money, he had
talked with two loan arrangers of dubious
renown — Joseph Bonnano Jr., son of
Joseph “Joe Bananas” Bonnano Sr., reputed
former head of one of New YorK’s five major
Mafia families; and Jerome Gatto, who in
the previous 15 years had been in legal trou-
ble over his lending activities and in fact
had spent a year in jail for grand theft. At
the time the conversations were taking place,
Gatto and Bonnano, along with another
son of Bonnano Sr., were defending them-
selves in Sacramento against charges that
they had conned investors through a scheme
to sell posters of U.S. presidents.

After several discussions Gatto and
Bonnano offered to loan Dominelli $125
million. It was strictly an altruistic gesture,
they claimed. When he first learned of

Dominelli’s plight, Bonnano Jr. had said,
“Being Italian and who he is, and because
of the money involved, they’re going to fry
him. [He’s] going to take more heat than
he’s ever had before. If he needs any help,
hey, we're all friends. Feel free to get ahold
of us. We're all Italians. If we can’t help each
other, nobody else will.”

Gatto and Bonnano agreed to the loan,
but on two conditions. First, Dominelli had
to come up with $125,000 in advance (a
“loan financing” fee), and second, he had
to obtain a letter of credit from Montserrat.

After making numerous phone calls
to friends, Dominelli managed to raise the
$125,000, which was given to Bonnano and
Gatto by an old Dominelli friend and
investor, Richard D. Mangiarelli. Dominelli
was in awe of Mangiarelli, a colonel in the
Marine Corps Reserve and a former pro-
fessional football player. “The guy looks
like a Marine whether he’s in civilian clothes
or not,” Dominelli told Metzger, himself a
retired Marine general. “About my height,
he is a very stocky, very strong, bull-like
man. He’s got very short hair, obviously.

Admirable assets, per-
haps, but Bonnano and Gatto
were not impressed, espe-
cially after one of Mangia-
relli’s own checks for $25,000
failed to clear.

rat the next day, thinking he
had put a $125 million loan
package together.

Such a fantasy! Dominelli
had always lost badly in for-
eign currency trading, yet he
seemed to believe he could
make it this time.

And in advance
of his trip, he had written to
John Osborne, chief minis-
ter of Montserrat, describ-
ing the glory the Dominelli
presence would bring to the
island: “Together, we can build
an offshore banking center
second to none and you can
develop the island as you see
fit.” Just a few months ear-
lier, Osborne, during a visit

to San Diego, had told Mitro-
vich how much the “people
of Montserrat” would love
to have a Mercedes-Benz, and
Dominelli and Mitrovich had
been working on it.
Dominelli’s departure
for Montserrat a week before
the April 20 showdown with
the judge went unnoticed.
Just before he was due to
appear in court, Nancy
Hoover broke the news. Enter-
ing the courtroom on crutches
(she had injured her foot in
along-distance run), Hoover
explained, through her tears,
that Dominelli had left —
perhaps never to return.

dren, and sister; his estranged
wife; his children and his
brother Victor; Yarry; Yarry’s
sidekick Colabella; investor
Galt; his criminal lawyer
Charles Goldberg; and his
bankruptcy lawyer Herbert
Katz.

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grief by my lies, by my not rely-
ing on your advice; another
lie to cover the first lie. And
although this is no excuse,
most lies I had always hoped
to convert to reality.

It was a revelation: By
this time many close observers
had begun to wonder whether
Dominelli realized that he
was a liar, that he seldom had
anything in the right place.
But there was an indication
he was still fantasizing about
himself: He told Hoover that
without her, he would have
been “just another Darth
Vader”

In an open letter to
“clients, friends, and inter-
ested parties,” Dominelli
blasted the trustee for pro-
ceeding “in a manner that
assumed everyone guilty of
something until proven oth-
erwise.” It was time for an

honorable man to come for-
ward to do the trustee’s job.
That honorable man would
be Dominelli himself. “T have
decided to disburse the inter-
bank client funds directly
back to the accounts myself.
This will result in more eco-
nomical, orderly and speedy
transfer of funds back to the
depositors,” he wrote. There
would be one exception: Any-
one who had brought suit
against “any of the J. David
entities, principals or myself
will have to go through the
trustee to obtain their proceeds
as these funds will be sent to
the trustee account at First
Interstate Bank in La Jolla,
Calif”

Such a strategy was not
only unprecedented, it was
also illegal. So was his trip to
Montserrat, for that matter,
since he had been told by the
judge that he could not travel
outside California. (The court
had even taken his passport

away from him, but he didn’t
need it to get to Montserrat.)
And he had missed the con-
tempt hearing, after which
he surely would have been
jailed.

(I had egg on my face.
Two weeks earlier, an investor
told me he had heard that
Dominelli planned to give
the money back himself.
said it was so preposterous that
I wouldn’t even look into it.
Similarly, the day we found
out he had left the country,
it was rumored he was in
Montserrat. I said that was
absurd. Even Dominelli wasn’t
dumb enough to go to
Montserrat, where his pur-
suers would look first and
where the British still had
some authority, I stated with
assurance.)

As soon as Dominelli’s
letters were made public, and
it was revealed he was in
Montserrat, the media
descended on the tiny isle

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with a vengeance.

The reclusive Dominelli
may not have understood
the media, but he did under-
stand the pressures of the
capitalist system: He knew
that if the newspapers, tele-
vision stations, and radio sta-
tions had gone to the expense
of putting reporters on the
island, they would want to
get their money’s worth in
exclusive news reports. He
also understood that to get
access to him, most reporters
would refrain from writing
negatively about him, even
from asking him tough ques-
tions. The reporters them-
selves realized that Dominelli
was calling San Diego every
day to find out what each
correspondent had said about
him.

In this environment Cap-
tain Money lied like a trooper.
And the reporters sent his
nonsense back to the main-
land with very few caveats.

Assuming his most sin-
cere expression, Dominelli
told reporters that he was
going to reestablish his for-
eign currency investment
business on the island.
“Dominelli Vows To Rebuild
Empire,” screamed the head-
lines. Only a few astute

observers were asking, What
empire? Why bring his trad-
ing equipment when he had
hardly done any trading
before?

Dominelli’s normal pen-
chant for prevarication had
taken a disturbing turn. He
seemed to be bordering on
derangement, disorientation,
or at least detachment from
reality. Maybe the deluded
Dominelli did believe he
would restart his business
and pay off his $125 million
loan from Gatto-Bonnano
with foreign currency prof-
its. Given his dismal track
record, if he really thought
that, this was a case for psy-
chiatrists, not lawyers. There
was at least one investor, a
physician, who had suspected
two years earlier that
Dominelli might be insane.
He wondered if Dominelli’s
paralyzed eye muscle was a
sign of a brain tumor.

On Montserrat Domin-
elli’s imagination was work-
ing overtime. He vowed that
once he became profitable
again, he would return to La
Jolla and sue the people who
had brought his business
down. He boasted that he
already had $40 million or
$50 million in pledges from

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people who wanted him to
invest their money. Minister
Osborne claimed that he, too,
had heard from people who
said they would invest with
Dominelli through Montser-
rat, aslong as the IRS wouldn’t
find out about it.
Dominelli promised to
pay off the original investors
by April 30 and with funds
not tied up in any long-term
investment. Naturally, he did
not explain that he was allud-
ing to the $125 million he
still believed would be pro-
vided by Bonnano Jr.and his
partner Gatto. Many investors
thought that Dominelli was
going to return funds. Hoover
claimed to believe it. “He’s
the kind of person who would
spend the rest of his life try-
ing to pay back his investors....
He’s that sincere,” she said.
Then Ronald Orr and
Louis Metzger returned from
Europe. Dominelli had sent
them on “a wild goose chase,”
said Orr. “We have exhausted
every lead Mr. Dominelli has
given us. Mr. Dominelli lied
to get out of jail” The judge
ordered Dominelli’s arrest,
and government agencies,
including the FBI and the
State Department, began
looking into the logistics of
recovering a fugitive from
Montserrat. But Dominelli
insisted, “I'm not a fugitive.
The only thing I violated was

the arbitrary way this was
handled by the court.” He
considered his offense no
more serious than missing a
court appearance for a traf-
fic ticket.

Dominelli cursed Met-
zger for going to Europe and
said Metzger was “trying to
justify his own stupidity. He
should never have gotten on
an airplane with Orr and
flown over there” They should
have taken him along, said
Dominelli, who added,
“They’reidiots” But in the next
breath, Dominelli claimed
that Metzger really believed
the money “is there” (in
Europe) and said that his
lawyer (Herbert Katz) was
negotiating with Metzger on
the matter. (Metzger vehe-
mently denied that, and Katz,
who by this time had had
enough of Dominelli and
was planning to resign as his
bankruptcy lawyer, never
confirmed it.)

Meanwhile, Montserrat
leaders were having second
thoughts. With reporters rac-
ing all around the island, they
wondered whether the exer-
cise was worth it. At first, it
seemed to be. “The public-
ity is such that we could not
pay for it, and it is free. Peo-
ple will now have heard of
Montserrat as an offshore
banking center. It is up to us
to capitalize on the press and
show we are a responsible
country,” remarked Parlia-
ment member David Brandt,
a confidant of Osborne’s who
had initially set up Dominelli’s
“bank,”but by this time, curi-
ously, was working for the
bankruptcy trustee. Osborne
agreed that Dominelli’s pres-
ence could be great for the
people of Montserrat. (Cer-
tainly, it would be great for
two people of Montserrat —
Osborne and Brandt.
Dominelli later revealed that
both had presented him with
a “wish list” They denied it,
but Brandt allowed that some
public projects might have
been discussed.)

From the outset Osborne
insisted publicly that
Dominelli would have to tell
all-how much money he had
and where it was. Further,
said Osborne, “I will force
him in whatever way I can
to return the money [to
investors].” Dominelli prom-
ised to provide Osborne with
an investor list and infor-
mation on where all the
money reposed, though he
had refused to comply with
similar requests by U.S.
authorities. This was a dif-
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ferent case, he explained,
because Montserrat would
not turn the records over to
U.S. authorities. “T upheld
the laws of Montserrat over
a judge telling me I had to
turn over a list of investors to
him in the United States,” he

said. Montserrat’s banking
laws “took precedence” over
U.S. laws, Dominelli claimed.

But Dominelli had not
changed. He missed his first
deadline to submit the records.
It was an administrative prob-
lem, he explained: He and

his assistants had to do every-
thing by hand. He would have
the records the following day.

The plea of hard cleri-
cal labor had a hollow ring.
Dominelli and his entourage
were residing in a lavish villa
overlooking the ocean, and

his assistants seemed to be
living the good life. Dominelli
spent most of his time on
the phone and owed the local
phone company almost
$4000.

Over the next few days,
Brandt and Osborne grew

more and more uneasy.
Brandt was belatedly con-
cluding that there was a cred-
ibility gap: Dominelli “said
one thing one time and
another thing another time.”
Osborne, too, had doubts
and said, “I'm not sure the
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guy is genuine or dishonest.
I don’t know?”

To find out, they turned,
not surprisingly, to Great
Britain. And since Brandt
was an agent for the bank-
ruptcy trustee,and U.S. offi-
cials were seeking Dominelli’s
arrest and extradition to the
U.S., they were talking with
American officials, too.

Dominelli had made
several critical mistakes in
fleeing to Montserrat, and
they all contributed to his
undoing at this point. The
first was to assume that
Montserrat, a crown colony,
wouldn’t consult with the
U.K., which knew Dominelli
well. And he perhaps didn’t
realize that the financial deci-
sion on whether he would
remain rested with Gover-
nor David Dale, Queen Eliz-
abeth’s representative on the
island.

Second, Dominelli hadn’t
done his economics home-
work. Brass-plate banking
had receded as a source of
Montserrat revenue in the
previous year and was far
overshadowed by tourism.
The island was more sensi-
tive to negative publicity than
he realized. Dale, obviously
influenced by the U.K., was
particularly sour on the brass-
platers. In recent months
Montserrat’s deeply incul-
cated Victorian morality had
been asserting itself against
the banking hijinks, Dale
explained to the press.

Dominelli’s third and
most obvious error was to
publicize his flight. One of
the letters he wrote before
he made for Monserrat was
a press release for his lawyer
to issue. But does a base run-
ner planning to steal second
inform the opposition’s first
baseman of his intentions?

Thanks to his public
relations efforts, the story of
Dominelli’s escape was mak-
ing headlines all over the
world, including Montser-
rat. Although the govern-
ment-run radio station on
Montserrat kept silent about
Captain Money’s presence,
the taxi drivers, who double
as town criers, trumpeted
Dominelli’s every move. The
island’s newspaper — run
by Howell Bramble, brother
of Austin Bramble, head of
the opposition Progressive
Democratic Party — was
having a field day. The
Dominelli story was the
opportunity the brothers had
been looking for to embar-
rass Osborne and Brandt.

The pressing question



still went unanswered. Why
hadn’t Dominelli come up
with the documents he had
promised Osborne? The
Montserratians had no way
of knowing then that
Dominelli’s loan from Gatto
and Bonnano had fallen
through. Dominelli had no
money at all. His $4000 worth
of phone calls hadn’t raised
any more, and he couldn’t
even pay the phone bill.

The U.S., Great Britain,
and Montserrat were engag-
ing in three-way diplomacy
on the issue. “We are quite
concerned about this chap,”
said a spokesman for the
British Foreign Office. Finally,
Dale had had enough. On
April 27, two weeks after
Dominelli had arrived, he
was told to leave by the next
morning. Dale signed an
expulsion order: Dominelli
was officially an undesirable.
The Royal Montserrat Police
Force immediately took off
for Dominelli’s villa. They
searched the place and found
two handguns — two more
reasons for throwing the book
at the fellow who had upset
the isle’s serenity.

That was the final blow.
On Dominelli’s last evening
on Montserrat, Wall Street
Journal reporter Fred Muir
asked him tough questions for
half an hour. Muir wrote,
“Mr. Dominelli was a bro-
ken man. He repeatedly drifted
off in midsentence without
returning to his original
thought. He also kept con-
tradicting himself. He first
said that he deliberately mis-
led the court trustee about
the location of remaining
investor funds, but later
claimed Swiss bankers lied
to the trustee when they said
J. David didn’t have any funds
on deposit.”

Dominelli was asked if
he was living in a fantasy
world. Was he a pathological
liar? Was he, as some Die-
gans were saying, out of touch
with reality? Dominelli said
he couldn’t comment on such
questions. But he did say he
had his next tax haven selected.
This time, he wasn’t going
to let anyone know which
island it was.

The next morning the
Dominelli entourage, look-
ing confused and depressed,
showed up at the airport.
There was no evidence they
had hired a plane to take
them off the island. As egrets,
goats, and bleary-eyed
reporters stood by, the J. David
people suddenly grabbed a
pilot and bargained with him.

He filed a flight plan for
Guadeloupe. They boarded
the plane, and it took off just
before 8:00 a.m. But the
omniscient cabbies pointed
out that the plane had changed
course: It was headed for
Antigua, not Guadeloupe.

Dominelli had erred
again. He hadn’t taken into
account that Antigua is also
in the British West Indies.
The Montserrat expulsion
order was honored by
Antigua — and taken a step
further. Montserrat had only
expelled Dominelli, but
Antigua decided to return
him to the U.S. Dominelli
argued with Antigua officials,
claiming that his lawyers had
negotiated with the U.S. gov-
ernment and that there was
no longer an arrest warrant
out for him. But he had no
clout with anyone on the
island, and the Antiguans put
him on a plane for Miami.

Dominelli would later
say with a straight face that
Antigua had only been a stop-
ping point, that he had
intended to return to the U.S.
Even though an armada of
reporters was following him,
he was certain he could get
back to the U.S. secretly, con-
fer with his lawyers, and then
turn himself in for arrest,
Dominelli contended.

But that scenario was
never acted out. Upon land-
ing in Miami, a subdued
Dominelli was clamped into
handcuffs and charged with
bankruptcy fraud, conspiracy,
and contempt of court for
fleeing California. The Harts,
who had gone on a mysteri-
ous trip abroad prior to the
Montserrat rendezvous, were
also arrested. After a brief
hearing in Miami, the
entourage was hustled back
to San Diego. Following more
hearings Dominelli was
returned to jail, and the judge
let it be known that he would
sit there until Dominelli either
revealed where the money
was or admitted it did not
exist. His bail was set at $5 mil-
lion. He was informed that
a joint FBI-IRS grand jury
was also looking into other
areas, such as mail fraud, wire
fraud, illegal money laun-
dering, and racketeering.
Three weeks later, charges
against the Harts were
dropped.

Before June was out, two
of Dominelli’s respected
lawyers, Katz and Goldberg,
had resigned. Both had
become increasingly disgusted
by Dominelli’s antics, as well
as by his refusal to cooperate
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with them. And they won-
dered how they would ever
be paid. Shortly thereafter,
Dominelli announced he had
a new attorney: D. Gilbert
Athay, a Salt Lake City lawyer
who represented Gatto. Athay
said his first job would be to
get Dominelli’s bail reduced.

But the U.S. Attorney’s
office made a surprise move:
It objected to Athay on the
grounds that Gatto and Bon-
nano had never intended to

loan Dominelli $125 million.
They just wanted to fleece
him of the $125,000 “expense
money, the U.S. charged.
The government noted that
Gatto had a history of taking
desperate people’s money as
an advance on a loan, then
never delivering the loan. It
was just another example of
an “advanced fee scheme,”
argued Robert Rose, then-
Assistant U.S. Attorney.

As an attorney who had

been instrumental in the
transaction, Athay had a con-
flict of interest and could not
represent Dominelli, the U.S.
Attorney’s office claimed.
Athay testified before the
grand jury for two and a half
hours about the matter. The
judge ruled for Athay, and
he remained as a lawyer for
Dominelli. The grand jury
hasn’t yet decided whether
Gatto and Bonnano should
be indicted. If it turns out
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that Gatto and Bonnano
indeed had no intention to
lend the money, then
Dominelli’s fateful Montser-
rat trip had been futile from
the start. (Later, Gatto went
to jail after being indicted for
fraud in an unrelated matter,
and Bonnano was indicted on
drug and bookmaking
charges.)

With Athay calling the
shots, Dominelli’s lawyers
maneuvered to get his bail

lowered and spring him from
jail. But no more money was
coming in from the overseas
banks, and the trustee’s lawyers
wouldn’t change their stance:
“We want the money or the
truth,”said Orr. If Dominelli
wouldn’t come through, he
could “stay in for a life sen-
tence.” The judge agreed.

“I always thought
Dominelli would be happy in
jail,” remarked a former offi-
cial of the firm. “There’s no

sun to worry about. It’s dark,
just the way he likes it. I always
thought he liked it best when
the J. David offices were in the
basement below the Mexi-
can restaurant.”

Another official com-
plained, “Everybody who was
in the organization is suffer-
ing. Yarry haslost 30 pounds.
I haven’t got a job. Dozens
of other guys don’t have jobs.
People are depressed and suf-
fering physical symptoms.
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But Dominelli sits there in
the jail happy. He is exercis-
ing and staying fit.” (Indeed,
he was a hero to prisoners,
who stole his underwear from
the laundry, cut it into 50
pieces, and distributed them
as good luck charms.)

But Dominelli did not
like jail. Finally, in a bid to
get out, he confessed: He had
been lying about the exis-
tence of $112.8 million —
indeed, in early February he
had had only $6 million. He
had dissipated most of the
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money he had taken in from
investors. He stated that $25
million to $30 million had
gone to repay investors in the
last few months of J. David’s
operations. He also had lost
some money trading, he
admitted. According to the
attorney for the bankruptcy
trustee, most of the rest had
gone for the homes, the cars,
the loans, the charitable gifts,
the subsidies to the other
operations of J. David.

In a hearing August 21
before Judge Irving, Dominelli
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showed no sign of contri-
tion. The judge had to come
down hard before Dominelli
finally said, “I suppose you'd
have to say I was lying”

Dominelli was still liv-
ingin a fantasy world. Judge
Irving pointed out that he
had been spending investors’
money, but Dominelli kept
insisting it was “company
money.” People in the court-
room could barely refrain
from laughing, and Judge
Irving had to swallow hard.
But maybe Dominelli really
didn’t understand whose
money he was spending. All
along, it seemed that even
though the investors’ profits
were a figment of his imag-
ination, he believed he was
entitled to 20 percent of those
profits.

Nevertheless, Dominelli
had essentially admitted what
many already knew: He had
been running a Ponzi scheme
atleast since mid-1981, when
he set up the Montserrat
“bank” and started selling
himself as a genius at foreign
currency trading. It had been
an amateurish, financially
unsophisticated Ponzi scheme.
“Some of these Ponzis can
go on for years. If he’d just
invested the money at 10 or
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12 percent instead of spend-
ing it, it might be going on
now; said a law enforcement
official.

The lawyers pressing
deep-pocket suits against
J. David’s service providers
rejoiced. “Dominelli’s con-
fessions make it a lot easier.
I'd have had the burden of
proof”in establishing that it
was a Ponzi scheme, noted
one.

“|Dominelli] sent state-

ments to investors saying they
had substantial sums on
deposit, and he has admit-
ted the funds weren’t on
deposit. He has not only
diverted the investors’ funds
but converted them to his
own uses. if you analyze his
testimony, he has admitted
operating a Ponzi scheme,”
said Michael Aguirre, the San
Diego attorney suing law and
accounting firms and
Dominelli’s associates.

Even after the confes-
sion, Dominelli’s bid for
release failed. The judge lifted
the contempt charge, but his
bail remained at $5 million.
He couldn’t begin to reach
it. He returned to jail.

Since, in effect, Dominelli
had already confessed to some
of the charges against him, the
government decided to bar-
gain with him and to try to
get more information in
return for a guilty plea on
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some of the other charges.
While the plea bargain-
ing was going on, the grand
jury indicted Dominelli on
20 more counts of bank-
ruptcy fraud, perjury, con-
tempt, mail fraud, wire fraud,
interstate transportation of
securities taken by fraud, and
aiding and abetting. Among
the capers cited were remov-
ing and concealing records,
selling the autos, attempting
to raise money to buy Com-
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modity Monitors when in
fact he was paying off
investors, and defrauding
M. Larry Lawrence on his $1
million loan collateralized
by the airplane.

‘When appearing in court
to plead innocent, Dominelli
looked paler and more dis-
oriented than ever. His hands
seemed to shake as he pushed
his glasses back up on his
nose.

The worst lay ahead.

Dominelli knew it. But at
least for the next several
months the public’s focus
would be not on him but on
the political aspects of the
]. David affair. m

The Story That
Started It All

Ralph Inzunza and Charles Lewis received

substantial campaign money from employees of Cheetahs.

The city’s strip clubs were rife with suspicion.

Originally published in the Reader on May 2, 2002.

HE REVEREND DR. TED MCILVENNA SETTLES HIS MASSIVE FRAME
into a large, overstuffed couch and invites a visitor to join him for a discussion
about nude dancing, morality, the First Amendment, and political corruption
in San Diego. The way he describes it, the city is ground zero in a national bat-
tle between a rabid right-wing fundamentalist Christian anti-nude dancing group
from the Midwest and Mcllvenna, a gruff, 70-something veteran of the sexual
revolution who runs a San Francisco sexology school and is the proud owner
of what is reputed to be the largest collection of erotica, pornography, and sex
research in the world.

Alittle more than a year ago, the San Diego City Council passed a new law
banning lap dancing and various other forms of what Mcllvenna considers artis-
tic expression at the city’s strip clubs. Since then, those in the local nude-danc-
ing industry say, business has plunged sharply at many of the clubs, with one
prominent exception: Cheetahs, a flashy strip joint in Kearny Mesa, its park-
inglot regularly packed with Jaguars, Cadillacs, Corvettes, and Porsches. Chee-
tahs appears to have prospered while other clubs claim to be struggling. And
that, some say, raises questions about whether something is rotten at city hall.

Mcllvenna, a retired Methodist minister, runs the Institute for Advanced
Study of Human Sexuality. He says he was invited down to San Diego to study
the strip club scene here by one of his board members, Harry Mohney. It is not
exactly an accident that Mohney, who lives in a mansion up the coast in Carls-
bad near La Costa resort, happens to be one of the key figures in the national
Deja Vu chain, which is involved in five San Diego County strip joints and
many others around the country. Mohney, called the Howard Hughes of the
American porn scene by some industry insiders, has provided a well-appointed
office for Mcllvenna’s study in Deja Vu’s regional headquarters on the second
story of a former bank building at the corner of Midway and Rosecrans. The

rich brown carpet and heavy drapes are left over from the bankers’ days; the
walls are decorated with X-rated movie posters from the 1970s, on loan from
Mcllvenna’s personal stash.

Mcllvenna’s school offers a master’s in “public health in sexology,” and he
has recruited a corps of eager young students, many of them women, from the
Bay Area to come to San Diego to study what he considers the peculiarly repres-
sive habits of the locals, especially when it comes to the practice of striptease
and the erotic arts. On a recent visit to check up on the study’s progress, McIl-
venna, a heavyset, grandfatherly type whose appearance belies his role as the
inventor of Erogel, a sexual lubricant designed to protect against HIV, and a
potent aphrodisiac he calls Vigorex Forte, recounts the string of obstacles he
says have been placed in his way by city hall.

“I'began to have serious questions about selective enforcement right from
the moment I got here,” Mcllvenna says. “I wrote a letter to the city attorney’s
office and asked them if they would do a dialogue about the study. They said
they didn’t want to dialogue with us. A few days later, I got a call from this ‘moral-
ity’ group in the Midwest asking what I was doing here. There’s something
very, very strange going on.”

At first, Mcllvenna says, he wanted to start a “studio” in some of the Deja
Vu clubs here, where dancers could practice their art and the students could
conduct their research without being hassled by the vice squad. That way, he
says, vice would be required to park their guns at the door before entering the
establishment and wouldn’t jeopardize his students’ safety. “There are exemp-
tions in the law for schools running studios in the clubs, but the police said no.
Wouldn't even discuss it. Said, ‘Sue us if you don’t like it. They refuse to honor
the law unless a judge tells them to. That was all politically motivated. It just
fed my suspicions about what has transpired behind closed doors in this fair
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city”

Instead of the studio,
Mcllvenna switched gears
and instructed his students
to discreetly conduct sexand
lifestyle surveys among the
dancers and their customers.
“I decided to put the interns
into those establishments.”
They fanned out with clip-
boards and long survey forms
with questions such as,
‘Counting your partner, with
how many people of the same
sex have you had sexual con-
tact? and ‘During the past
year, how often have you
masturbated to orgasm?’

“We’ve been doing
extensive sex profiles on all
the dancers and in-depth
studies of the patrons. At no
point in any of this has Harry
Mohney tried to influence
us, by the way,” says Mcll-
venna. “It was a lot more
complicated than we thought
it would be. The city didn’t
want anything to do with
the study; they tried to block
us at every turn. They did-
't want us to find out the
truth, that there isn’t any
prostitution problem, that
these clubs don’t disrupt
neighborhoods. I suddenly

understood that there might
be selective enforcement

The call came into the Reader’s tip line
sometime in February 2002, a time
when almost no one had heard of the
“no-touch rule.” Ralph Inzunza was on
his way to an easy victory in his bid for

reelection to the Eighth District council

seat. He had the blessing of the Union-

Tribune, which hailed him for being “a
strong proponent of major city projects,
including the ballpark and new central
library.”

Michael Zucchet, a lobbyist for
Firefighters Local 145, had kicked off
his campaign for the council’s Second
District seat, being vacated by termed-
out Byron Wear. The biggest con-
tretemps of that campaign would turn
out to be an October allegation by
Zucchet that an opponent secretly
recorded him talking about possible
loopholes in the city’s 30-foot height
limit. Zucchet would go on to win in
November.

The February caller said he was
from Los Angeles, where he ran a web-

to Mcllvenna, he says, is what

site largely devoted to photographs he
had taken of strippers during his travels
around the globe. His message said
that he’d learned from nude dancers in
San Diego that they were being
harassed by the vice squad.

Contacted by phone a few days
later, the source referred the call to Ted
Mcllvenna, described as a San
Francisco sexologist working on a study
of San Diego’s exotic dancing industry.
Several weeks after that, Mcllvenna sat
down in a borrowed San Diego office
and began to describe what he saw as
dark doings at city hall.

He wasn’t the first to suggest
something was amiss. In August 2001
the Union-Tribune had run a brief story
about Michael Galardi, the Las
Vegas—based owner of a high-class
strip joint called Cheetahs, and his
failed attempts to build new clubs in
San Diego.

The U-T reported that in June 2001
Inzunza and Charles Lewis, a council aide

running for election to the Fourth District
council seat, had each accepted $4500
in campaign contributions from contribu-
tors with Las Vegas addresses, including
Galardi and his associates. Both Inzunza
and Lewis said the money wouldn’t affect
their votes on the council.

But in early 2002, Mcllvenna
offered a different story. The real con-
troversy raging inside the strip-club
industry had nothing to do with building
new clubs. It was about “no-touch” —
the city’s recently enacted “six-foot
rule” — and whether the law was being
selectively enforced to benefit some
establishments over others. The city’s
strip clubs were rife with speculation
and suspicion.

What Mcllvenna and others said
appeared in “Dirty Dancing,” which ran
May 2, 2002. A little more than one
year later, on May 14, 2003, the FBI
raided the city hall offices of Ralph
Inzunza, Charles Lewis, and Michael
Zucchet. m

And nobody in the colleges

Martie Troy, a 40-year-
old woman originally from
Florida, has been working
as one of Mcllvenna’s interns,
interviewing dancers and
compiling elaborate demo-
graphic information on each.
She is working toward a mas-
ter’s degree in sexology and
has hopes of eventually
becoming a radio talk-show
host like Dr. Ruth. “College
girls are more sophisticated
about sex than many of the
girls dancing in the clubs,” she
observes. “We couldn’t find
any prostitution at all. With
this crackdown by the city
here, they can’t make a decent
living anymore. It’s very sad.
They are very politically naive,
and most of them don’t want
to hassle with the city. They
are also private people and
don’t always want it known
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by the world that they dance
for a living, so it is very easy
for the city to take advan-
tage of them. What these
girls do for a living is the
most harmless thing on
earth”

Mcllvenna’s nemesis,
and one of the main reasons
for his presence in San Diego,
is the Cincinnati-based
National Coalition for the
Protection of Children &
Families, formerly known
as the National Coalition
Against  Pornography.
Founded in 1983 by the Rev-
erend Jerry Kirk, a Presby-
terian minister, the organi-
zation has raised millions of
dollars in an effort to com-
bat pornography. Among its
early battles was an effort
ten years ago to convict the
director of the Cincinnati
Contemporary Art Center
for obscenity in connection
with an exhibition the
museum had staged of
allegedly pornographic,
homoerotic, and sado-
masochistic photographs
taken by the late gay artist
Robert Mapplethorpe. A jury
found the director not guilty
on all counts, but the battle

put Kirk’s group on the map
and greatly increased its
fundraising clout. By 2000,
the coalition was taking in
$2.6 million in contributions
each year.

In 1996, the coalition
set up what it calls its “Model
Cities of America” program,
targeting nine cities, includ-
ing Atlanta, El Paso, Kansas
City, Long Island, Memphis,
Oklahoma City, Pittsburgh,
Richmond, as well as San
Diego. The aim of the proj-
ect,according to the group’s
website, is to “increase pub-
lic awareness of the harm
and availability of pornog-
raphy. This includes, but is
not limited to, sexually ori-
ented businesses such as strip
clubs and adult bookstores.”
The group also says it seeks
to “develop appropriate zon-
ing ordinances where they
do not exist and maintain
and enforce existing laws.”

By 1998, the national
coalition had established Cit-
izens for Community Val-
ues, San Diego, a separate
nonprofit with a board of
local directors including its
chairman, Bishop George
McKinney, and Kent Peters,

director of the Office of Social
Ministry for the Catholic
Diocese of San Diego. Accord-
ing to the group’s 2000 tax
return, it collected about
$164,000 in donations in
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Casey Gwinn

1999, $50,000 of that from
asingle donor, whose iden-
tity was not disclosed. The
group did not waste time
advancing its agenda.

In a September 1999

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interview with Reader con-
tributor Ky Plaskon, Darcy
Taylor, the model cities pro-
gram’s national director,
made it clear that San Diego’s
main attraction as a regional
nerve center for the anti-
dirty dancing group was City
Attorney Casey Gwinn, who
stood ready to push through
tough new strip-club regu-
lations. “We look for a num-
ber of things, one being the
legal climate in terms of the
district attorney or the city
attorney and whether or not
there is a willingness to help
curb the proliferation of
pornography in a city;” Tay-
lor said. “We brought in
$90,000 worth of seed
money — at least we did in
San Diego, anyway — so we
are looking to make sure that
our investment yields some
returns in regard to the city’s
willingness to look at the
issue.”

Gwinn, the son of a
Congregational minister, is
a self-professed born-again
Christian who preaches ser-
mons at local evangelical
churches. “One of my jobs as
city attorney is to sit at city
council meetings on Mon-

days and Tuesdays with the
mayor and council and the
public as we go through the
whole docket for city busi-
ness, he told the congrega-
tion of the Mission Valley
Christian Fellowship last fall,
not long after the terrorist
attacks in New York and
Washington. “Itis an assign-
ment that I do not particu-
larly enjoy. One of the things
that I enjoy least about that
assignment is what we call
‘public comment.

“That’s where anybody
that wants to say anything
about anything gets to come
and have three minutes. We
run anywhere between 15
and 30 people during pub-
lic comment. These are items
that are not on the agenda
for that day, and everybody
just gets to come and do their
thing. Do you know that on
the Monday after Septem-
ber 11, the following week,
there were no speakers dur-
ing public comment but one
who spoke the name of Jesus
Christ! One!”

The congregation broke
into cheers and applause as
Gwinn continued. “And I
thought to myself, this is a

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wonderful thing! Amidst all
the tragedy and all the pain
and all the destruction and
sorrow of this, the people in
the public-comment section
of city council finally get it;
that there are very few things
that really matter in the con-
text of eternity. And all their
little petty gripes and griev-
ances really aren’t that sig-
nificant. I was so excited!”

There were more cheers
and applause, and Gwinn
paused briefly, then resumed.
“Until Tuesday morning a
day later, when we had 25
speakers yet again, and just
like that, in a matter of hours,
they were back focused on
their petty gripes all over
again. And we listened to
speaker after speaker after
speaker. We listened to a
woman who complained in
a rage because she had not
gotten notice of a public
meeting in the district where
she lived — a meeting that
happened two days after the
terrorist attacks in New York
and Pennsylvania and Wash-
ington, D.C. I got up and
walked out.I couldn’t stand
it! T couldn’t stand to listen
to her!

“I’'m not here today,
though, as the city attorney,”
he went on. “I'm just here
as a follower of Jesus. I'm
not going to talk about really
anything related to city gov-
ernment, because it really
doesn’t matter in the con-
text of eternity.

“In 1995 T had the
opportunity to hear Carl
Sagan at the Insights con-
ference here in San Diego.
Carl Sagan, the scientist,
astronomer, revered man in
many circles, who devoted
most of his life to proving
that God did not exist. And
in 1995, Carl Sagan was at the
Insights conference here in
San Diego, sponsored by the
San Diego Chamber of Com-
merce and the San Diego
Union-Tribune. And he was
dying of cancer, he was ter-
minal, he would not recover.

“And I sat in the audi-
ence and I took these notes
of his words. And these were
his exact words. Quote: ‘There
is not a hint that help will
come from someplace else
to save us from ourselves.
We alone are the saviors of
our own destiny. Unquote.”

There was along, silent

pause and then Gwinn said:
“He was without question
the most eloquent scientist
and philosopher on the road
to Hell that I have ever heard!”

Thunderous applause
filled the hall. Later in the
sermon, Gwinn added: “We
won't allow anything to cause
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finger-pointing that would
divide the country ata time
when we have to be unified.
We stand together in all that.
But it doesn’t mean that we
compromise what we believe.
And it doesn’t mean that we
say, as some say, all faiths are
basically the same and all

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roads lead to the top of the
mountain, and everything
is going to work out for every-
body that’s sincere. I gotta
tell ya, it’s not in this book.
You won’t find a line that
says everybody that really
tries hard and really tries to
do what’s right, and every-
body that’s really sincere
about what they believe,
they’re going to spend eter-
nity with the God that cre-
ated them. It doesn’t say that
in the Bible. Jesus never said
it.

“The way that we expe-
rience that everlasting life is
to accept a personal rela-
tionship with Jesus and to
say I claim him as my way to
eternal life. There’s no other
way, there’s just no other way
to get there.... Our faith can-
not be in the church. The
Catholic Church, the Protes-
tant church never saved a
soul. Jesus saves souls, not
the church.”

It was with this kind of
moral and religious certi-
tude and evangelical fervor
that Gwinn and his allies at
Citizens for Community Val-
ues set out to exorcise the
demon of nude dancing from

San Diego’s soul. All through
the winter, summer, and fall
0f2000, they lobbied the city
council to adopt tough new
restrictions on the city’s strip
clubs. The chief aim was to
restrict nude dancers from
approaching closer than
within six feet of their cus-
tomers. In addition, the enter-
tainers, whether nude or not,
would be banned from touch-
ing any patron. In effect, that
meant that “Lap dances,” in
which customers sit on
couches or overstuffed chairs
while dancers hover above
them, and which had hereto-
fore been legal aslong as the
dancers wore clothing, were
to be forbidden. To make
dancing even less lucrative for
the performers, Gwinn also
wanted to ban direct tipping
of dancers.

As the proposed ordi-
nance made its way through
city hall, progress reports
appeared on the Citizens for
Community Values website,
each noting Gwinn’s special
role in helping the cause.
“On May 3, updates to the
Adult Entertainment ordi-
nances were presented to the
San Diego City Council’s

The see-saw battle over
the new regulations spawned
alobbying war between the
anti-strip-club group, which
hired lobbyist Marc Wolf-
sheimer to bring its case
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directly to city coun-
cilmembers in a series of pri-
vate meetings, and the Cal-
ifornia Cabaret Association,
representing the strip clubs,
which hired Wolfsheimer’s
father Louis and his partner
Jim Milch, to lobby on its
behalf. The elder Wolfsheimer
and Milch, blue-blood
Republicans and the deans
of the San Diego lobbying
corps, have been plying their
trade in the corridors of city
hall for many years, even
before their friend, ex-gov-
ernor Pete Wilson, was elected
mayor of the city in 1971.
But their best efforts
proved to be no match for the
fundamentalists, who con-
sistently outflanked them by
waging a largely below-the-
radar letter-writing cam-
paign to individual coun-
cilmembers. For their part,
the strip-club owners sought
to combat the Christian influ-
ence by funneling thousands

of dollars to the campaigns
of ambitious city council
aides seeking to succeed their
bosses.

During the summer and
fall of 2000, Toni Atkins and
Jim Madaffer, two city coun-
cil aides who were running
to replace their bosses, col-
lected sizable contributions
from many donors with strip-
club connections, including
employees and dancers at
Cheetahs. Later, Ralph
Inzunza and Charles Lews,
a council aide seeking to suc-
ceed his boss, also received
substantial financial support
from employees of Chee-
tahs. Atkins, Madaffer, and
Inzunza were subsequently
elected to the council. Lewis
faces a run-off in the fall.

We've never been able
to drum up the funds that
Cheetahs has, but we have
made contributions.”

And though the candi-
dates eagerly accepted the
strip-club money, they

appeared reluctant to pub-
licly back their benefactors.
In November 2000, the coun-
cil gave Gwinn and the anti-
stripping lobby most of what
it wanted except the no-tip
rule. “The San Diego City
Council completed the
process of updating the
police-regulated business
ordinances that include Adult
Entertainment,” reported the
Citizens for Community Val-
ues website. “With commu-
nity support for strict enforce-
ment, these will significantly
reduce the criminal activity
associated with the sexually
oriented businesses in our
community.” Especially
important, the group said, was
that the new law “protected
the performers from any

type of touching.”

Armed with the revised
ordinance, members of the
newly energized San Diego
Police Department vice squad
began regular undercover
“sweeps” through the city’s
strip clubs, intended to put
a halt to lap dancing once
and for all. In the year that
followed, vice cops who posed
as customers in order to
induce performers into giv-
ing illegal performances
issued hundreds of citations
and threatened to close down
several clubs alleged to have
violated what came to be
known as the “dirty danc-
ing” law.

Critics like Ted McIl-
venna claimed the strikes
against lap dancing, per-

formed by dancers with their
clothes on, were a frivolous
waste of taxpayer dollars,
but for the vice squad, they
were serious business. A let-
ter written in October by
vice officer Ron Nichols to
the owner of Tens, a strip
club on El Cajon Boulevard
near the intersection of Inter-
state 805, provides a detailed
account of the crackdown.

“During this most recent
inspection, detectives entered
your establishment and posed
as customers,” Nichols wrote.
“They came into contact
with three entertainers, Brandi
Smail (Stage name: Dia-
mond), Rieko Fratus (Stage
name: Baily), and Nicole
Johnson (Stage name: Nikki).
All of who provided ‘Lap

dances’ to the detectives.
“During Smail’s per-
formance, she wore a flower-
print dress and as she bent
over the dress would come
up exposing her buttocks,
which was only clad by a ‘G-
string’ type garment, with
no other type of covering.
As she performed the dance
she repeatedly bent over in
front of the detective, expos-
ing her buttocks. The detec-
tive documented that she
was approximately ten (10)
to (12) inches away from his
face while doing this. In addi-
tion to exposing her but-
tocks, part of her dance rou-
tine was to grab her clothed
breasts with both hands and
move them in a circular
motion. The detective doc-

umented that she did this
repeatedly throughout the
dance.

“During Fratus’ per-
formance, she opened the
detective’s legs with her hands,
as he sat on the couch. She
stood between the detective’s
legs and, while facing away
from him, rubbed her thighs
against his. She then knelt
on his thighs and rubbed
her buttocks against his chest
at least three times.

“During Johnson’s per-
formance, she straddled the
detective with her legs as he
sat on the couch. She did
pelvic thrusts, rubbing her
groin area against his groin.
She then turned around and
sat in the detective’s lap. She
rubbed her buttocks against

the detective’s groin. She then
stood up and rubbed her
buttocks down the detec-
tive’s face. Again, she sat in
the detective’s lap and rubbed
her buttocks on his groin
area until the end of the
dance.

“Smail’s performance
violated the ‘The six rule’and
the ‘No touching/fondling
or caressing specified anatom-
ical areas rule, ” the letter to
Tens said. “These are all pro-
hibitions associated with
their adult entertainer per-
mits and your Nude Enter-
tainment Business Permit.
The Police Permits & Licens-
ing Office believes their
actions were intentional and
deliberate. Each entertainer
was sent a letter of warning
in regards to their violations.”

Ten days later, accord-
ing to the document, a vice
squad detective by the name
of Dan Vile had a similar
encounter. “Detective Vile
subsequently reported that
when Lorraine Alvarado per-
formed the couch dance for
him that she committed
actions in violation of San
Diego Municipal Code
33.3610(b) including but
not limited to rubbing her
vaginal area and buttocks
on his crotch and legs sev-
eral times, rubbing her breasts
against his chest and face,
and allowing him to put his
hands on her hips as she per-
formed.”

Ilse Goette, a.k.a. Kiley,
performed for vice squad
detective Michael Hastings,
with the same result. Viola-
tions included “placing her
tongue inside his ear, guid-
ing his hand to the left side
of her buttocks and onto her
vaginal area, and grinding
her hips as she sat on his lap”
Vice detective William Mur-
phy reported that another
dancer, Mayra Del Rio, “a.k.a.
Tabitha/Maya” “solicited a
couch dance from him”and
racked up yet another set of
municipal-code violations,
including “rubbing his crotch
area with her thighs and
knees, placing her buttocks
on his lap, and moving her
buttocks back and forth on
his crotch.”

Santa Monica attorney
Roger Jon Diamond, who
is handling a First Amend-
ment case against the city
on behalf of Tens Club, con-
tends that the raids on the
city’s nude dance clubs are
awaste of taxpayers’ money.
“The question is whether
it’s a wise allocation of tax
dollars to go after any club.

Why are the taxpayers of
San Diego spending any
money at all on the ques-
tion of how dancers dance
inside the club?

tematic seduction that goes
on with that, because they’re
young and they’re pretty and
they need affirmation and
those sorts of things,and my
heart goes out to those young
women,” Holloway says.
“There’s an awful lot of ille-
gal drugs and there is some
prostitution and there’s a lot
of violations just to the ordi-
nances that are in place. The
six-foot rule and some of
those kinds of things, no
touching, those are violated.”

As a result of the vice
squad’s diligence, business
at many of the city’s biggest
strip clubs has virtually evap-
orated, claims Deja Vu man-
agement consultant Peter
Luster. “They are spending
alot of times in the clubs, no
question about that,” says
Luster. “A tremendous
amount of time. A lot of time
and alot of money. It's been
pretty consistent now for a
year”

Asthe raids progressed,
complaints that the vice
squad was hitting some estab-
lishments harder than oth-
ers began to emerge. Accord-
ing to these accounts, certain
clubs were somehow con-

tinuing the lap- dancing
business as usual, while other
clubs have been forced to
cut back on the lucrative
performances.

“The clubs that I [work]
for have been taking a beat-
ing because of it,” says one
competitor who sought
anonymity. “When you have
customers, you have enter-
tainers, and when you don’t
have customers, you don’t
have entertainers, and as you
know they’re all independ-
ent contractors able to go
where they want to go to
perform. When things like
that happen, it creates an
un-level playing field, and
it’s not good for anybody. I
just figured it as a time bomb,
and somewhere down the
road it’s going to catch up,
and I just didn’t want to be
any part of it.”

One club that has gen-
erally not been cited by the
vice squad for violations of
the dirty dancing law is Chee-
tahs, confirms Lieutenant
Bob Kanaski of the city’s vice
unit. The club is said to be
especially popular and pros-
perous, and enjoys full houses
every weekend.

AND

The president of Chee-
tahs is Michael Galardi, who
runs another strip club, also
called Cheetahs, on Western
Avenue in Las Vegas. Three
years ago, police in Las Vegas
requested more than $10,000
from the Clark County Com-
mission to send their spe-
cial investigations unit to
Atlanta, Georgia, in order to
investigate Michael Galardi
and his father Jack, who him-
self is involved in a number
of strip clubs around the
country, including the Pink
Pony in Atlanta.

In 1998, the elder Galardi
was sued by Pink Pony strip-
per Vanessa Steele-Inman,
who claimed that she had
been blackballed by Galardi
from the 1997 Miss Nude
World International pageant
after she refused to let Galardi
slurp whipped cream off her
naked body at a pre-contest
golf tournament and photo
shoot. In 2000 a Fulton
County jury awarded Steele-
Inman $2.5 million, but a
judge later threw out $1.6
million in punitive damages,
leaving her with $335,000
for “tortious interference”
and $500,000 for slander.

Michael Galardi planned
to open a strip club called
the Gold Club in Las
Vegas, The Las Vegas Review
Journal reported, and cops
there suspected that it might
be more than a coincidence
that a similar establishment
in Atlanta, also called the
Gold Club, was at the cen-
ter of federal allegations deal-
ing with prostitution, sports
stars, and ties to the Mafia’s
Gambino crime family. The
Galardis’ attorney denied
there was any connection
between the clubs, and the
Vegas cops were denied their
travel request. Late last year,
the Gold Club case ended

with a plea bargain that sent
owner Steve Kaplan to prison
for 16 months in January
after he also agreed to make
a $3 million forfeiture.

In the meantime, Chee-
tahs has been spreading
around a lot of money to
San Diego politicos. In addi-
tion to the campaign cash
its employees gave to city
council candidates, this Jan-
uary the club itself gave $3000
to the state assembly cam-
paign of incumbent Fourth
District city councilman
George Stevens, a Baptist
minister who voiced his
opposition to the city’s strip
joints but accepted the Chee-

tahs money anyway.

The campaign lucre has
spawned accusations that
untoward influence has been
brought to bear on city hall,
all of which are vehemently
denied by the parties involved.
Mike Galardi did not return
phone calls seeking com-
ment, but his Las Vegas-based
marketing manager Mike
Beezley says, “I'd have to
speculate its just jealousy, an
ex-employee working for
another club”

Denying that Cheetahs
has gotten special treatment,
Beezley says the club was
penalized by the city earlier
this year. “We ended up hav-

ing to pay a $5000 fine, and
to our knowledge there’s not
been any club that has had
that kind of problems.”

Beezley also says Chee-
tahs’ customer traffic has
not been immune from the
dirty-dancing crackdown.
“Since the six-foot rule, our
business has actually taken
about a 30 percent drop.” If
Cheetahs does better than
other nude clubs in San
Diego, Beezley maintains,
it is because of the com-
pany’s superior manage-
ment. “It’s because we’re
treating the people right,
the customers, and we’re
also taking care of the girls.
People don’t realize in our
industry simply being nice
to a girl and saying ‘Hi,
how’re you doing?’ really
kind of works in our favor.
We actually care about how
they’re doing, what kind of
finances they’re making,
and such and such.”

Regarding the contri-
butions made to city coun-
cil members by Cheetahs
and others connected to the
nude-dancing business, Dale
Manicom, a First Amend-
ment attorney who repre-
sents the Midway Deja Vu
club in a current appeal of
a city enforcement action,
says, “I have no comment
on that. I read the paper like
anybody else.”

Asked during a tele-
phone interview last week
whether he could rule out
persistent reports that certain
nude-entertainment estab-
lishments were getting tipped
off about undercover vice

squad raids before they hap-
pened, the squad’s Kanaski
responded: “Not that 'm
aware of.” Asked to elabo-
rate, he said; “Like I said, not
that I'm aware of. That’s my
answer. 'm not changing it.
Not that P'm aware of. I can’t
speak for something that I
don’t know about, and 'm
not going to try to make up
something that I don’t know
anything about.”
“Inspections” of the
clubs, Kanaski said, are con-
ducted “more or less on a
random basis. We do have
certain nights where that’s
what we have scheduled to
do, the inspections of nude-
entertainment establish-
ments. We don’t make it a so-
called priority within our
unit. It’s not something that
we do every day. We may do
one or two nights a month
to where that’s exactly what
both our teams would do.
Other than that, we’ve got
other duties that have more
of a priority than, say, going
into an establishment of this
nature to see if there are
things that are going wrong.
“It’s hit or miss when
we do inspections. We can
only deal with what we see
on the dates that we are
there. I can’t speak for what
happens during times when
we are not there. And that’s
basically how it would oper-
ate. Now, the other thing
that we also do is if that we
have a particular club to
where we have had a num-
ber of violations, we’re more
than likely going to inspect
that club on a more often

level than we, say, would do
others.”

Asked whether he was
certain Cheetahs, for instance,
runs a “clean club,” with no
dirty dancing, Kanaski
replied: “I'm not going to
say that. All 'm saying is
when we do our inspections
we have not seen anything
that we would [issue] regu-
latory violations, or write a
citation for a regulatory vio-
lation while we’re there. 1
can’t speak for the times that
we’re not there. So I can’t
say whether or not they’re
clean or not clean overall.
I’'m just saying that when
we do our inspections we
don’t see the type of behav-
ior that would cause us to
write a citation.”

All of this just intensi-
fies the suspicion of the
Human Sexuality Institute’s
Ted Mcllvenna. He vows
not to surrender in his bat-
tle to turn back the lap-
dance law. “I think as our
next step in San Diego, we
need to have a presence of
some sort. Sort of a resource
center to answer the ques-
tions people are asking, to
protect the sex workers. We'll
probably focus more on that,
advocating a sexology cen-
ter in the city. The politics
here are a lot more com-
plicated than we thought
they would be. But it’s crit-
ical. What we do is so impor-
tant for America, my friend.
Just remember, if you can
control people’s sex lives,
you can control them
absolutely” m

I worked at the zoo as a
tour guide for seven years,

and I can say unequivocally
their first priority is always
animal health and safety.
The animals that live there
have their every need ad-
dressed by the caring staff,
and the administration
spares no expense to get
them the tools they need to
do just that.

It is important that the
public know this so they can
support the zoo’s efforts, as
it is nonprofit and relies
solely on guest and member
contributions to operate.
Not only do they use funds

to operate the San Diego Zoo
and Wild Animal Park but
also to support the many re-
search programs the zoo
runs out of CRES (Conser-
vation and Research for En-
dangered Species), here and
abroad. Thank you for tak-
ing the time to write this
thoughtful piece and bring-
ing the plight of all jaguars to
the attention of your readers.

room. It’s sometimes hard for kids, because
they see adults doing playful things and they
don’t get that it’s not uncontrolled
exuberance going on,” says Mel Lions, one of
the facilitators of DanceJam, a weekly event
hosted by San Diego’s Center for Moving
Arts. Though people
of all ages are
welcome, most
dancers found at this
Friday night
freeform forum
range from their thirties to fifties. “I'd love it
if there were more people in their twenties,”
Lions says, “but that just hasn’t happened yet.
However, these are not the stodgy fifties;
these are people who are still totally into their
bodies and are enthusiastic about expressing
themselves.”

Reflecting on the first time he attended
DanceJam on his forty-fourth birthday six
years ago, Lions says, “I was never really
much into bars or the disco scene and never
got into my body that way. But it didn’t
matter how awkward [ moved or felt, there
were smiles on people’s faces and it was
welcoming.”

“DanceJam changed my life,” says Sandy
Orr, one of DanceJam’s regular DJs. Orr

began
attending
DanceJam in 1990. “It opened up a
part of me that I had forgotten
about...my body and heart are much
more aligned than they were.”

According to movingarts.net, =
DanceJam is “a volunteer-run,
community-sponsored, open-floor
dance.” Some people dance with Hula-Hoops
or streamers, where others prefer contact-
dance improv. “Contact dance is a modern
dance form that started around 1970,” says
Lions. “It involves dancers lifting and sharing
their body weight; it’s very acrobatic. That’s
the dance I got attracted to.”

Lions describes one example of this
imagery-based dance form that he learned
during “the seed under the ground,” an
exercise to instruct dance students in
interaction. “One person would be a seed and
curl up into a ball and their partner would be
the ground and encompass them, close them
up. The seed would have to grow out of the
ground, and the ground would offer
resistance.” The exercise ends when the
“seed” is standing on its feet, having grown
into a “sprout.”

“This is not a meat market,” says Lions,

“but it’s a nice

way to connect with
people. Babies have

been born from the result

of people meeting at

DanceJam.” Orr met

her boyfriend, Todd, at

DanceJam six years ago. “We have a

lot of single women who come here, and
they don’t want to be groped or
harassed. This is a safe place for them.”

The few times he has encountered men

who have shown up drunk, Lions was able to

turn them away without a scene.

“I don’t think there’s ever been a time
when someone had to be picked up and
thrown out...I suggest to whomever it is that
this is something different than what they are
looking for. There’s never been a fight or
anything that lowered the vibe like that.
There’s almost like an aura around this thing
that keeps it protected, and I trust that.”

No one genre of music dominates at
DanceJam. The DJs rotate each Friday. “One
guy plays a lot of techno stuff, another one
plays mostly house dance music. I play the
most traditional DanceJam kind of set, which
is a lot more variety and a lot more
international,” says Orr. She enjoys worldbeat
music and will also mix in Latin, African
tribal, and jazz. Most DJs start the evening off
with slow, ambient music and then gradually

build on the music or, as Lions

puts it, “Dial up the beat.” Hip-

hop, country-western, classic

rock ’n’ roll, and contemporary
rock can all be heard in the same night. As
new music becomes popular, DJs incorporate
it into their sets. “People are there to move,”
says Lions. “And you can move to almost
anything.”

“The main thing I always look [for in
music] is if it’s danceable,” Orr says. “These
people are not professional dancers; they
want stuff that’s accessible.” By accessible,
Orr means songs in which “the beat is pretty
straightforward and easy to understand.” Orr
sometimes steals away from the CD player to
dance during one of her songs. “For me, all
dance is good. I just go and do what my body
feels like doing.”

Harmony Grove, Questhaven, and Elfin Forest roads — minutes away by car
or bicycle from Escondido's center — offer the kind of rural serenity once
common in North County, but now confined to fewer and fewer places. Set
aside a couple of hours to discover North County's disappearing natural
essence by means of the following, somewhat strenuous (due to elevation
changes) bicycle ride. To beat both the summer heat and weekday car and
truck traffic, start early on a Saturday or a Sunday morning.

You may begin at the corner of Hale Avenue and Harmony Grove Road,

i e
Early morning on Questhaven Road

where curbside parking is abundant. (Take Valley Parkway west from central
Escondido to reach 9th Avenue or 11th Avenue, either of which lead to Hale
Avenue.)

Once on two wheels and moving down Harmony Grove Road, don't miss
the left turn to stay on Harmony Grove; Kauana Loa Drive goes straight. After
passing through a construction zone — former open fields are being graded for
industrial development — you leave the city behind. You round several corners
and curves on Harmony Grove Road and start to follow eucalyptus-shaded
Escondido Creek.

Down you go, coasting at intervals, through a stretch where Escondido

vehicles but not pedestrians,
cyclists, and equestrians. A
nice, perfectly quiet stretch
of Questhaven Road (now a
wide trail) ensues, heading
moderately uphill through a
creekside canopy of live
oaks. When you reach
pavement again and a sec-
ond gate (in front of the
entrance to the Questhaven
Christian retreat), continue

westward on Questhaven
Road, past scattered rural
properties. Nearly all the
hilltops along the horizon
are being massively scraped
bare in preparation for hun-
dreds of view-rich homes.
You meander up and
down for a couple of miles
along Questhaven Road
until you suddenly reach the
current edge of San
Marcos's spreading subur-
bia. Wend your way sharply
uphill through million-dollar

bound, one-way half of
Elfin Forest Road. Just
ahead, you’ll return once
again to a rural land-
scape. Elfin Forest Road
becomes Harmony Grove
Road at the Questhaven
Road intersection, and
from there on you follow
your earlier route back to
Hale Avenue in Escondido.
Upon finishing, you’ll have
covered about 17 miles in
all, with a total elevation
gain of about 1100 feet.

Creek has cut a respectable gorge. On the
left, note the entrance to Elfin Forest
Recreation Reserve, which has access to the
creek’'s amply shaded banks (something you
may appreciate as a resting spot during the
final, return leg of the ride). Behind the creek
itself, hiking and mountain biking trails lead
upward onto a steep slope coated with
mature chaparral vegetation, the whole of
which is poetically described as “elfin forest."
Five miles from the start, turn right on
Questhaven Road, which is partly paved and
partly graded dirt and gravel. Follow its winding
course one-half mile to a closure that blocks

FROM VIRGIL'S GEORGICS

Thus Proteus, and suddenly he dived

Into the sea; the foaming water swirled

And eddied where he'd dived and disappeared;

The young man was amazed, but the nymph Cyréné
Spoke to him with authority and said,

“My son, it is permitted now for you

To put aside the cares that have disturbed you.

The cause of the sickness has been explained by this:
The Nymphs, with whom Eurydicé used to dance

In the deep woodland groves, have punished you

By bringing down disaster on your bees.

You must offer gifts to the Nymphs, asking for pardon.
The gentle Nymphs will respond to your supplication;
Their anger will abate; they will forgive you.

But I must tell you how to go about it,

The manner and the order of your rites.

Choose four outstanding bulls, surpassing all

For beauty of conformation, from among

Your herds that graze the slopes of Mount Lycaeus,
And choose four heifers, too, as yet unyoked;

Drain from the victims' throats their sacral blood,

But leave their bodies there in the leafy grove.

After nine dawns of Aurora’s rising light,

Then you must make funereal offerings

Of black Lethean poppies to Orpheus,

FROM THE DUST JACKET:
John Dryden called Virgil's Georgics,
written between 37 and 30 BCE, “the
best poem by the best poet.” The poem,
newly translated by the poet and trans-
lator David Ferry, is one of the great songs,
maybe the greatest we have, of human
accomplishment in difficult — and beau-
tiful — circumstances, and in the con-
text of all we share in nature.

The Georgics celebrates the crops,

trees, and animals, and, above all, the human beings who care for
them. It takes the form of teaching about this care: the tilling of fields,
the tending of vines, the raising of the cattle and the bees. There’s joy
in the detail of Virgil's descriptions of work well done, and ecstatic joy
in his praise of the very life of things, and passionate commiseration
too, because of the vulnerability of men and all other creatures, with
all they have to contend with: storms, and plagues, and wars, and all

WHAT THE CRITICS SAY:

The News & Observer (Raleigh,
North Carolina): The Georgics
abounds in lyrical praise of the
rural life, marveling at the won-
der of the skies and the bounty of
the fields, while lamenting the loss
of the Golden Age. But it also
abounds in passages about dis-
ease and plague, about drought,
flood, fire and war, and it insists
upon the ceaseless harsh labor of
plowman and herdsman. The first
and third books end with visions
of disaster horrifying in detail. Vir-
gil is no sentimentalist; his picture
is balanced.

Los Angeles Times: In his illu-
minating introduction, Ferry points
outthe many echoes of The Geor-
gics in English and American poetry
— in Milton’s “Lycidas” and “Par-
adise Lost,” in Spenser, in Shake-
speare’s songs, in James Thom-
son, in Keats, and especially in the
works of Wordsworth, Frost, and
William Carlos Williams, all of whom
wrote in what Ferry calls the tra-
dition of the pastoral of hard work.

The Georgics are Virgil's tale
of the fall of man from perpetual
ease, from a time when wine flowed
in the streams to the sweaty and
painful reality of hard work. Its
title, from the Greek, roughly means
“the working of the earth,” akinto
Hesiod's “Works and Days,” and
it tells how the god Jupiter has
given man the signs of the com-
ing storms and trouble, which is
the world’s lot since Jupiter over-
threw his father, Saturn.

The New York Sun: Mr. Ferry's
is either tender or grand. He writes
of “thelittle tendrils/ of the young
vines,” and, borrowing from Pros-
pero, of the bees' “little lives.” But
he can also make you catch your
breath at his grand style: “The high
gate of the dark kingdom of Dis.”

Mr. Ferry’s individual pen-
tameters. . .are always euphonious,
often singable, and sometimes
magnificent — truly worthy of the
best poet's best poem. In the archi-
tecture of his verse paragraphs. . .he
fashions great wholes. We thrill to
hear once more the great mono-

logues of Shakespeare, the organ
peal of Milton, Wordsworth’s pen-
siveness, Yeats's “syntax of pas-
sionate speech,” or the Yankee
cunning of the deliberately hum-
ble Frost.

David Ferryis the author of Of No
Country | Know: New and Selected
Poems and Translations. He is the
translator of Gilgamesh (1992),
The Odes of Horace (1998), The
Eclogues of Virgil (1999), and The

A CONVERSATION WITH THE
TRANSLATOR:

Translator and poet David Ferry pro-
vides a helpful glossary at the end
of his translation of The Georgics.
In this glossary a reader may learn
that “Orpheus is the son of Apollo
and the Muse Calliope. The great-
est of singers and musicians play-
ing the lyre Apollo had given him.

“It seems to be agreed that there’s a lot of first-hand

knowledge about farming in Virgil.”

When Eurydicé died, his music
persuaded the gods of the Under-
world to permit him to bring her
back to life as long as he did not
turn to look at her on the journey
back. Virgil may have invented in
this poem Orpheus’s turning back
to look at her, thus losing her for-
ever.”

On the summer afternoon |
telephoned Mr. Ferry, he was at
home in Cambridge, in the house
where Margaret Fuller lived for
nine months before she went to
work on Brook Farm. I read to Mr.
Ferry five of my favorite lines from
his translation of Virgil's The Geor-
gics. These lines refer to Orpheus'’s
turning back to look at Eurydicé:

And saying this, like smoke
Disintegrating into air she was
Dispersed away and vanished
from his eyes
And never saw him again, and
he was left
Clutching at shadows, with so
much still to say.

“That is a grand moment in the
poem,” | said.

| wondered if Mr. Ferry
could read that passage to me
in Latin. He was not sure that he
could. He allowed as how he
had “no confidence in reading
Latin aloud. | did get a lot of
practice with a friend who knows
how to read the Latin better
than I do. A segment of this
[Ferry’s translation of the Geor-
gics] was in The Atlantic in Jan-
uary. | carefully practiced doing
the Latin that is on their website
and that one | have confidence
in. But I don’t know, | don't know
if | can say the Latin that you
read just now.”

David Ferry was born in
1924 in a neighborhood in Orange,
New Jersey. “l grew up in Maple-
wood, New Jersey, and went to
high school there. | went to
Ambherst College. | had great
teachers, although | didn’t do any
Latin or Greek, and I still haven't
done any Greek, but | had great
teachers in the Amherst English

department.”

“Did you read a lot as a
child?”

“I'read spottily. But | got to
Amherst and my professors,
because they were so great, made
me bookish. Then in 1943, after
my freshman year, | went in the
army. | was mainly in England in
a ground crew for the Army Air
Force. | came back and finished
at Amherst in 1948. | went to
Harvard to graduate school. | did-
n't start writing poems until | went
to graduate school.”

In 1952 Mr. Ferry began
teaching in the English Department
at Wellesley College. He taught
there until he retired in 1989.

“And since then,” he offered,
“I've taught an occasional course
at Wellesley and in the Creative
Writing Program at Boston Uni-
versity, which is a great graduate
program, it's terrific.”

“Which poet did you fall in
love with first? Sometimes peo-
ple know, sometimes people
don't”

“I do know. I did my under-
graduate honors thesis on the
poetry of Wallace Stevens. The two
20th-century American poets who
run deepest for me are Stevens

and Frost. Before that, in high
school, reading Whitman was a
big, big thing.”

The Kenyon Review, while
Mr. Ferry was in graduate school,
published his first poems. We
agreed that in the 1950s, being
published in The Kenyon Review
was “pretty glamorous.”

How he came to translating
or “rendering” from one lan-
guage to another, Mr. Ferry said,
began in the early 1980s. “My
book, Strangers, which came out
in the 1980s, had three transla-
tions in it. One was one of the odes
of Horace.

“Then a friend at Harvard
who liked my poems and some
other translations of mine that
he'd seen, began to give me
assignments in Gilgamesh. | don't
know any Babylonian but | worked
from the word-for-word schol-
arly text, including my friend's
translation of several passages
in that poem. He guided me to
the other good word-for-word
translations and | did this ren-
dering of Gilgamesh and my
friend Frank Bidart showed it to
Jonathan Galassi at Farrar, Strauss,
and he published it.

“I had another friend, a dlas-

sicist at Boston University, and
he liked what I'd done and began
to give me assignments, trans-
lating some of the odes of Horace.
So | did some of those and then
I get hooked and | did more.
Because I'd done those, | then
got into The Epistles of Horace.
But meanwhile | got into doing
the Eclogues of Virgil, because
pastoral poetry figures so much
in English poetry. So | did The
Eclogues and 1 guess | got into The
Georgics because I'd done The
Eclogues and by then | was not
only crazy about Horace, | was
crazy about Virgil.”

“How do you explain what
the word ‘georgics’ means?”

“It comes from the Latin
word that means ‘farmer.” The
farm. The name ‘George’ came
from ‘georgics,” and, in fact, King
George Il was called ‘Farmer
George.”

I had wondered, reading
Mr. Ferry’s translation, if he were
a gardener. He laughed, “No. We
have a lot of green leaves in our
garden.

“There was farming in Vir-
gil's family. It seems to be agreed
that there’s a lot of first-hand
knowledge about farming in Vir-

gil. But a lot of it also comes from
Greek books and Roman manu-
als about farming and some of
the information is erroneous.”

The Georgics were written
between 37 and 30 BC. | said
how I loved reading work writ-
ten so long ago, that I loved the
voice coming into my ear from
centuries past. | was grateful, too,
I said, that Mr. Ferry’s transla-
tion was so grounded and spe-
cific, that nothing about the poem
was “airy fairy.”

“I hate “airy fairy,” | said,
or worse, “aery-faery’ in poems.
I hate the overly precious ‘beloved
raccoon’ poems.”

“Yes,” said Mr. Ferry, “where
nothing is corrupted, or where
everything is made a metaphor
for something allegedly higher.
In The Georgics everything is
looked at and valued for itself.”

The only translation of The
Georgics that 1'd read, prior to
Mr. Ferry's, was John Dryden’s,
donein the late 1600s. That trans-
lation, | confessed to Mr. Ferry,
seemed fairly stodgy to me and
left me with no desire to re-read
the work.

Mr. Ferry noted that Dry-
den’s was the only older transla-

tion that he went back to. “And
even there,” he said, “I only went
back to it when | got into trouble
and | needed some help about the
sense. | didn’t go to 20th-century
translations because I didn’t want
to have either the feelings of mali-
cious envy or condescension,
depending on whether I thought
what I'd done was better or not
as good. And | didn't want to get
anybody else’s voice tangled up
in mine.

“The Dryden was no threat
in that sense because his voice,
asmarvelous asitis, is a 17th-cen-
tury voice. And he was working
in heroic couplets and | was work-
ing in iambic pentameter. If there’s
amaster poet’s voice in the work
I'm doing, | have more of
Wordsworth and Frostin my ear
than anybody else.

“Frost knows that the two
meters in English are strictiambic
and loose iambic. Mine is loose
iambic in the sense that there are
more frequent anapestic substi-
tutions than a strictiambic would
have. That's the way | write iambic
pentameter anyway, but | was-
n'ttrying to imitate the Latin at all,
but having the anapestic substi-
tutions pretty often gives effects

The Georgics had on poets who
came after Virgil.

“One answer is simple: Vir-

gilis in love with creation. He's in
love with the plants and the ani-
mals. Celebrating natural things
is part of that love. But the other
partthat goes along with that cel-
ebration is a strong sense that
everything we've got is vulnera-
ble and frail and precious. He
sees that in the soil or in the small-
est plant. ["Pity,” Mr. Ferry writes
in his introduction, “is the con-
text for the poem’s celebrations;
admiration is the context for the
poem’s commiserations.”]
“When [in previous work] |
wrote about Wordsworth, |
didn't have The Georgics in my
head. I'd read C. Day Lewis's trans-
lation and when I've gone back
to that,  haven'tliked it very much.
But | can see through that trans-
lation how something great was
there. Wordsworth of course knew
Latin extremely well. In fact, he
translated the first four books of
the Aeneid. Wonderfully too.”
“Culture,” Mr. Ferry writes
in his introduction, “in the alien
world of Jupiter, is always near
the fragile beginnings of its mak-
ing and always near its potential
end. Existence itself is fragile in
this world, and the more loved
because it is so, having to be so

carefully and anxiously constructed
and maintained by toil and inge-
nuity and arts. Maybe Virgil was
so interested in the skills of agri-
culture and animal husbandry
and viniculture and beekeeping
because he came from people
who worked at such things, and
also because they're beautiful
and touching and interesting in
themselves. But it also has to be
because the ingenuities and arts,
still with us and still essential, are
always, though present, still back
there at the beginning, when we
fell and nature became imper-
fect, and culture had to be con-
structed. Human culture is always
so present and so past, and its
future always so uncertain. The
poem is haunted by its earliness
and lateness. The Georgics is the
fundamental poem.”

“Shakespeare is full of him,”
Mr. Ferry said. “For an example
in that first Georgics is the passage
about the wolves out in the street
[“The ululating howls of wolves
were heard/Echoing in the streets
of high hill-towns"] and so on in
these cataclysmic times. Richard
Il is full of that. And, of course,
Antony and Cleopatra.

“What modern poets read

him? Stevens must have.”

“Stevens must have and
Frost very, very deeply read him.
There is the Frost poem ‘The
Investment? It's one of Frost's
greatest poems and it feels very
georgic to me in that sense of a
small, marginal, endangered farm
household making some kind of
pleasure out of a piano that they'd
bought.”

“The Georgics' emphasis
on creation’s fragility also makes
the book a political statement,” |
suggested.

“Yes. | hate to use the word
‘relevant,’ but that sense that our
existence is something we construct
and that it’s in danger is there.
Right now, I think we all feel that
way about the situation we're in.
I think Wordsworth felt this — it
shows up all over his great The
Prelude, which is a very, very
georgic poem. It's just marvelous.
I don't know, I'm so much under
the star of The Georgics right now
that practically everything | see
looks georgic to me.”

The political situation at
the time The Georgics were writ-
ten was volatile. The poem def-
initely is seated in that situation,
Mr. Ferry explained. “It sits in

among that and it's very clear
from the first Eclogue. The
Eclogues,” Mr. Ferry added, “are
Virgil's first authenticated work.
The very first Eclogue is an
extremely political poem about
two shepherds, one of whom
has been dispossessed of his
land by Octavian, who became
Augustus, and who was Virgil's
patron. After the battle of Philippi
when Octavian defeated Brutus
and the other assassins of Julius
Caesar, he dispossessed a lot of
people in order to give their lands
to his returning soldiers. And
one of these shepherds has been
favored by Octavian and the
other hasn't. Virgil is in a sense
on both sides. For him, as for
Horace, Octavian ended the Civil
Wars and brought a period of
relative stability and what they
regarded as ‘moral clarification’
to the politics of the state. That
didn't prevent either Horace or
Virgil from having very mixed
feelings about the relation of
power to people’s lives.

“It's at that apocalyptic end
of the first Georgics, where, it first
desaribes how storms come on and
what happened in civil wars and
so on that the reader finds this:

‘And someday, in those fields the
crooked plow/ Of a farmer labor-
ing there will turn up a spear/
Almost eaten away with rust, or
his heavy hoe/ Will bump against
an empty helmet, and/ He'll won-
der at the giant bones in that
graveyard.”

“How did doing this trans-
lation change you?”

“We'll wait and see. ljust fin-
ished. In the poems that I'm work-
ing on | usually | can't see any
effects. But we'll see. | think that
my being so taken with this par-
ticular job partly comes from the
fact that I'd done Virgil before
and the Horace so, I'm crazy
about those guys now. But there
are affinities with similar poems
in my most recent two books of
poems, Dwelling Places and No
Country | Know, which involve
my sense of everything being vul-
nerable, of a number of situa-
tions of marginal people, either
in marginal states of mind or
marginal circumstance. My feel-
ing about The Georgics is partly
explained by the fact, then, that
I was already working that side
of the street in some of my own
poems.”

aking movies “isn’t like making shoes,”

in five days and, allegedly, five nights.

Ron Hutchinson’s Moonlight and Magnolias
imagines what those 120 hours were like.
Hutchinson has been a screenplay paramedic for
25 years. His comedy is funny, but
plays like two drafts, at odds with
each other, yoked together: a slap-
stick, boys-will-be-boys account,
and intermittent moral inter-

sioning as the illusions films

create. Read Robert Evans on how he — and he
alone, he swears — swooped down from on high
and saved Godfather Iand Chinatown, and some
part of you will look askance at those films
forevermore.

Margaret Mitchell boasted that no one could
turn Gone With the Wind, her 1037-page novel
about the Old South, into a movie. Part of the
boast was book-sales boosterism; another, her
limited sense of what movies could do. Producer
David O. Selznick envisioned the epic of all epics:
he would produce GWTW in spite of Mitchell’s
warning, soaring costs, and vein-bulging pres-
sures, not to mention the book’s blatant racism
and snaky structural contortions.

Three weeks into filming, in February, 1939,
Selznick shut down production and, losing
$50,000 a day, demanded a rewrite. He corralled
Ben Hecht, script doctor extraordinaire and co-
author of The Front Page, and director Victor
Fleming (at work on The Wizard of Oz). The trio
went into Trevor Time: they hacked out a draft

ludes. It’s like watching local
newscasters’ two stock facial expressions: one for
happy-face stories, the other for sad-facers.

The play has one constant. It prefers jokes to
historical accuracy. The trio worked seven days,
18 hours each, and didn’t write a new one; they
simply edited Sidney Howard’s treatment. When
Selznick read it to him, Hecht said it was a “pre-
cise and telling narrative.” It was just too verbose,
in spots, with too many minor characters and
incidents.

The situation’s a grabber. In the late 1930s,
movie adaptations took five months, minimum,
to write. How do you save a “white elephant”
script in five days? Selznick, who downed thy-
roid and benzedrine pills like popcorn (Magnolias
omits this messy detail), orders bunches of ba-
nanas and gunny sacks of peanuts — zoo food —
and refuses his coworkers other nourishment.
Odder still: Hecht hadn’t read the book, so
Selznick took an hour to tell him the plot.

Magnolias turns this hour into five days. As
Hecht pounds the keys of an Underwood,

Soon, half-typed, crumpled pages
obscure Hecht’s feet, brown-spotted banana peels
grow into a mound, peanut shells cover the floor,
and three brain-singed, sleep-deprived males are
at each other’s throats.

In John Rando’s cartoony staging, they have

a food fight — fireworks of shells and peels —
then a brawl, every punch accompanied with
SOCK! and POW! or KER-BLAM! Selznick,
Hecht, and Fleming become Moe, Larry, and
Curly.

At other times they’re supposed to be Socrates,
Plato, and Aristotle. Each defends his job: the liv-

ing hell of a Hollywood screen-
writer (whose evening meal, it
was said, “is despair”); direc-
tors always working neck-deep
in chaos; for producers’ hero-
ics, Selznick does Dustin
Hoffman’s speech, almost ver-
batim, from Wag the Dog.

One of the most interesting
takes is Hecht’s critique of the
best seller. Selznick will de-
scribe a scene and Hecht, a
progressive in politics but an
innocent regarding the book,
becomes dumbfounded. The
audience should root for slave-
owners? It’s okay for Scarlett to
slap Prissy? (He could have also
mentioned the astonishing
number of convenient deaths;
Mitchell kills anyone who
stands in the way of her plot.)
Hecht and Selznick also discuss
anti-Semitism, and loyalty to
the novel versus loyalty to the
truth. Though often repeated,
these questions never get be-
yond the asking.

The actors play, in effect,
comic book characters, given
to lapses of seriousness. Victor
Fleming, whose daughter com-
pared him to Generals Patton
and MacArthur, rode Ariel
Square Four motorbikes and
walked with a swagger. Tom
McGowan gets laughs by hav-
ing the macho man do things
he never would, like giving
birth (not all the Fleming hu-
mor works, though; before he
became a director, Fleming
drove cabs, a detail the actors
mime 12 times too many; the
same holds for Meagan Fay’s
thankless, one-note role as a

harried, then harried again,
secretary).

David Manis has the unen-
viable chore of playing Hecht,
the script’s moralistic party
pooper. He won’t write a
“moonlight and magnolias” el-
egy to the Old South; he rewrites
Prissy’s speech after getting
slapped — and hopes Miss Scar-
lett “dies” — only to have
emotional truth get vetoed. Of
the three male actors, Manis
comes closest to combining
genuine stress with humor.

Our portrait of Selznick
starts with his office. Scenic de-
signer Alexander Dodge gives
him an art deco extravaganza of
sweeping curves and molding —
and gives lighting designer Phil
Monat a crescent-shaped picture
window, through which, as the
music swells, Monat projects a
blood-red GWTW sky. Robert
Morgan’s costumes nicely de-
volve from business suits to
frump.

David O. Selznick’s indeci-
siveness was legendary. He
“wasn’t sure what he wanted
until he saw it was missing,”
wrote a biographer. Moonlight
eliminates the trait — indeci-
sion isn’t funny? — which
narrows Dan Castellaneta’s
choices in the role. Although
Selznick comes off as preachy
(he spouts cliches about movie
magic and people having the
“real power” — SINCE
WHEN???), Castellaneta pro-
pels the show with manic
energy and a gaggle of funny,
GWTW imitations. He also re-
cites Selznick’s famous remark:

Hollywood is a “new Egypt, full
of crumbling pyramids that will
keep on crumbling until finally
the wind blows the last studio
prop across the sands.” m

The Comedy of Errors
Nature or nurture? Most Comedies
of Errors stress how alike Shake-
speare’s two sets of twins are, as if
growing up in separate cultures had
no effect. Director Darko Tresnjak
shows how different a similarity can
be. When at Ephesus (site of sor-
cery, according to St. Paul) An-
tipholus of Syracuse and Antipho-
lus of Ephesus share the same
identity, but are opposites. Compli-
cations ensue. In some ways, the
frame of this staging’s more arrest-
ing than the middle. The 90-minute
version moves well, but on opening
night the acting was technical, not
felt. You could sense that perfor-
mances would grow, however. Plus,
having Charles Janasz (as bedrag-
gled Egeon) and Kandis Chappell
(the Lady Abbess as a force of na-
ture) guarantees quality. As do
Liam Craig and Evan Zes as the
dual Dromios: played as a cross be-
tween Charlie Chaplin and the
Cantinflas of Around the World in
80 Days, their slapstick antics guar-
antee laughs. Then there’s the con-
juration dance. When Dr. Pinch
tries to exorcise Ephesean demons,
his conjuration makes everyone
weirder. They flop into a snakey,
ritualized Bollywood dance that,
while Pinch’s spell lasts, is a total
hoot.

Worth a try.

Back by popular demand: In most
interactive theater the audience
needs time to warm up, get into the
spirit of performance. Vicki Quade
and Maripat Donovan’s one-person
show, by contrast, takes two seconds
max. Sister, a nun substitute-teach-
ing St. Bruno’s adult catechism class,
walks in, beams a pleasant smile,
then orders latecomers to take their
seats NOW. She’s here because it’s
Father Murphy’s poker night. And
she’s from the pre-Vatican II, don’t-
spare-the-rod school (when she taps
aruler on her palm, half the audi-
ence rubs its knuckles from sud-
denly unrepressed memories).
Hulking around in heavy black
gabardine, a python-sized rosary
coiled at her waist, she commands
such a presence that eyes avert when
she glares at them. And — whether
threatening a gum chewer with eter-
nal damnation, or delighting in
church loopholes (St. Veronica
probably had an eating disorder;

St. Patrick was actually a Scot) —
she’s as strict as a drill sergeant and
funny as a crack stand-up comic.
Late-Nite Catechism, which began in
1993, has become a cult classic. It’s
The Rocky Horror Show for anyone
who had an old-school, parochial
education. And everyone else.
Worth a try.

Macbeth

Double, double, toil and trouble?
No. Something tasteful this way
comes. Paul Mullins has directed a
safe, formalist Macbeth, substituting
stage pictures for substance. Instead
of the Macbeths’ insatiable frenzy,
fed by “slaughterous thoughts,” we
get choreographed, often mathemat-
ically precise visuals. Some do catch
the eye (white-faced Weird Sisters in
sleek, red, late-medieval chic; Mac-
duff’s spears poking through Balboa
Park toward Dunsinane). But the
Sisters are cupcakes. The slo-mo
battles are aesthetic affairs. And the

leads are lame. Tom Hammond’s

Macbeth’s a thoughtful, perplexed
guy who delivers his lines with slow,
sculpted cadences that don’t come
near the lion’s roar. As Lady M,
Deirdre Lovejoy resorts to deep
breathing to convey emotion and
plays her scenes as set pieces, apart
from other actors (when she sleep-
walks, Lovejoy makes Lady M a
batty, candle-hypnotized Ophelia:
an odd, albeit showy, choice). Wor-
thy of note: what lighting designer
York Kennedy does with darkness. It
shrouds the stage like a fogbank.
And since the rest of the production
prefers the stately to the gritty and
the tragic, Kennedy’s shadings be-
come the only place where evil gets
to stake its claim.

The Male Intellect:

An Oxymoron?

Julie dumped Bobby two weeks ago.
Just split. His fiancée. Now he’s so
conflicted, so “out of balance,” he
can’t even remember why. So
Bobby decides to “find out what
women want.” He drinks Coronas
and tries to discover as well his
right-brain, “feminine” side. He’s a
dysfunctional mess, but to his
credit, and thanks to Julie, he at
least recognizes it (though he
shouldn’t blame the Y chromo-
some; that’s an old-hat dodge).
Male Intellect never dips beneath
pop psychology stereotypes about
gender but is a consistently funny
90-minute take on today’s dating
scene. Like Scrooge, Bobby is
haunted by visitors: five male chau-
vinists ranging from a 123-year-old
geezer still searching for the perfect
woman to the Colonel, who deals
with women by the book...his
book. Ford Austin plays Bobby and
the MCPs with an engaging audi-
ence rapport and an ability to disap-
pear into another character. Robert
Dubac wrote Male Intellect, which,
like Forever Plaid and Late-Nite Cat-
echism, has become an international
touring show (you can’t help but
hear the author, behind the jokes,
patting himself on the back for be-
ing such a sensitive dude). Asked
which character he identified with
most, Dubac replied: “Separately
they are individuals, but put to-
gether all one guy. Women who see
the play say, T've been out with ev-
ery one of those guys!’”

Worth a try.

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The Merchant of Venice
British director John Barton inter-
viewed two actors who performed as
Shylock. The best approach, they re-
solved, is to “play the inconsisten-
cies.” Richard Baird’s Poor Players
takes that one step further: express
the inconsistencies of every character:
thus vaunted Portia’s a racist, the
Venetians are slaveowning thugs, and
marriages, which take place in the
middle of this “comedy,” may not
live happily everafter. The concept’s
on the mark (no matter where you
choose to stand, no matter which
character you identify with, Shake-
speare destabilizes your foothold).
The modern-dress, minimalist pro-
duction however, is uneven, espe-
cially Act One, where the actors could
cue-up and double the tempo. But
stick around for Act Two: the tem-
pestuous court scene, in which Shy-
lock comes within centimeters of
carving his pound of flesh, ranks
among the company’s best work.
And Baird’s Shylock’s one of his
finest creations as well. Gray beard, a
pronounced limp (from a prior
atrocity?), a precise accent, solemn,
firey, this Shylock loves his daughter
and his ducats. He also exudes pro-
found pain — and becomes the only
character who stays true to his word.
Worth a try.

The
night I caught the show, three San
Diego comedians played a challenge
match against players from the San
Jose franchise. Using suggestions
from the audience, they played
“Emotional Sympathy,” “Shake-
speare,” “Blind Line,” and “Freeze
Tag,” with judges awarding points
to the best scenes. Klunkers and
groaners got booed; quick wit re-
warded (one of the most refreshing
parts of the contest: people ac-
knowledge failure, abundantly, then
forget it). It made for a lively, often
quite funny, evening. And Gary
Kramer is one talented comedian.

Worth a try.

The winner got a banana, the
loser a “forfeit” (other formats in-
clude “Micetro” and “Improv Sur-
vivors”). Some attempts went
nowhere (I repeat: improv is tough; I
did it in my, as hindsight reveals, cal-
low youth). Others made amazing
twists and turns. The group makes
the hits much more frequent than the
misses. Their guru, Keith Johnstone,
wrote one of the very best books I've
ever read about making theater. And
they put his pearls to good use. Their
motto: “Remember, when it’s not
funny, it’s art.”

Worth a try.

It’s also
a mite strange to see the math
prof’s greatest hits staged, since
Lehrer performed with just a piano,
his whole body pounding the key-
board, a manic glee behind his
horn-rimmed glasses. What comes
as no surprise — in the co-produc-
tion of the North Coast Rep and
Renaissance Theatre Company —
is that his best songs (“Vatican
Rag,” “Wernher Von Braun,”
“When You Are Old and Gray”)
still barb and delight, thanks in part
to his goofy rhyme schemes. The
production doesn’t overcome the
limited range of Lehrer’s melodies
(many sounding exactly the same),
or that he often lambastes one
stereotype with another. But thanks
to Priscilla Allen, determined to
squelch audience participation in
“Irish Ballad,” and Ed
Hollingsworth in the creepy “I
Hold Your Hand in Mine,”

David S. Humphrey, and especially
a game (and talented) Kirsten Men-
gelkoch, the show has some rousing
highlights. Marty Burnett’s set re-
calls the all-brick basement night-
clubs of the late ’50s, early *60s.
Jeanne Reith’s costumes add telling
accessories to basic black. Ole Kit-
tleson’s musical stagings and Chris
O’Bryon’s four-piece backup band
prove useful (in particular, when
O’Bryon solos, “The Elements”
gives a glimpse of Lehrer on the
prowl). The show should appeal to
anyone qualified for AARP. For
anyone younger remains to be seen.

Resurrecting Revolt
“This is my life and this is my
tribe.”

Thad Temple has
resurrected Revolt In Style,
the magazine founded in
1980 as San Diego’s “manual
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of hip.” Revolt returns after
three years in an attempt to
cater to the local dance and
nightclub scene. Since it left,
the monthly Arizona-based
944 has been popping up at
clothing stores and clubs.

“The carpet-bagging
’Zonies from 944 need to
realize they don’t represent
San Diego.”

Temple said the
resurrection of Revolt was not
planned.

“T was selling luxury, half-
million-dollar motor homes.
Itwasa
good job. I
was
making
$15,000 a
month.”
But after
20 months
he had a
career
change.
“That
business is
very much
a cigar-
chewing,
hard-core-
salesman boys club. One day
they were taking some of my
inventory to another
location. I asked them about
it, and this guy got up in my
face and told me shut up or
he was going to fire me. I told

him to take a lap around my
sack.” Temple left.

“I called my buddy Brian
Terhorst who used to be the
creative director at Revolt. He
sells mortgages now. He said
‘Let’s get Revolt going again.’
The guy I sold Revolt to
[folded the magazine in
2002]. I checked and he let
the rights to the name expire,
so it was up for grabs. We
took it.”

Revolt founder Trevor
Watson co-published Revolt
with Temple since the mid-

’80s. Temple became sole
publisher in 1998. “We were
losing $1,000 a month,” said
Temple about Revolf’s
difficult year of 1999. He sold
it in 2001. Revolt ceased
publication the next year.
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Revolt thrived in the early
’80s club scene. Temple said
he will still run photo collages
shot at local nightclubs. The
first issue [July] covered the
local Warped Tour date and
the FM-94/9 Independence
Jam. “We are looking for a
music editor now.”

Last week Temple was
delivering the 72-page glossy
magazine himself. He said it
will come out every other
month and his first run was
10,000 copies.

Temple said Revolr will
revive an ’80s tradition.
“Trevor started Club L.D. at
the [now defunct PB
nightclub] Manikin as an
offshoot of Revolt. We're
doing Club I.D. every week at
Sam’s by the Sea with live
bands and a DJ.”

The first Club I.D. is
9 p.m. Friday with Last Laugh
at Sam’s by the Sea in Pacific
Beach. Free admission. Must
be 21. “Every week after that
it will be on a Saturday.”

Jay says Kilgallon fired
him July 10 for showing up
late.

“I got there at 9:15. The
music started on time.

Now Jay says he will take
his Sunday night show to a
bar in Bay Park.

For six months straight we
were packed for a Sunday
night.

Jay said he got a flat fee
for his work at the Blarney
Stone, and at O’Connell’s he
gets a flat fee plus bonus pay
based on increased bar
business.

“I tried to have a tip jar at
the Blarney Stone but I was
told by the bartenders that
[Kilgallon] didn’t want it.

Kilgallon did not return a
request for comment but an
employee said the Sunday
night open mic at the Blarney
Stone will continue. Jay’s
former co-host Allison Gill
remains an employee at the
Blarney Stone.

“Some open mics you can
only play for ten minutes. At
our show we give you four
songs unless its packed, then
you get three.”

I went to see Tenacious D,
the comedic acoustic/metal
band that features actor Jack
Black. They played on Sunday
in Hall H, which holds over
6,000 people, and it was filled
to capacity.

If you believe the press, war in Watts is on
again. The 1992 peace treaty between the
Crips and the Bloods has ended. Watts, a sub-
urb of L.A., is like a mini version of the Middle
East, with factions willing to kill each other
over turf. | once heard that Snoop Dogg
claimed colors. | don’t know if it was Crips or
Bloods or just macho talk.

Snoop is Calvin Broadus. He was born
in Long Beach. He was a juvenile delinquent.
Music, rap, salvaged him from a life of crime.
He made tapes. One of them found their way
into the hands of entrepreneur/producer Dr.
Dre. Dre’s ghetto muscle helped put Snoop
into orbit. Doggystyle was the first debut
album to hit the charts at number one. | once

heard Snoop counsel a
young white rapper on a
radio show. “Keep it
gangsta,” he told the
rookie. And when the kid
used the ‘N word,” Snoop
stopped him again. “Nuh
uh,” he said. “Can’t say
that if you ain’t one.”
Maybe Snoop is
gangsta. He was arrested
as a murder accomplice
right after Doggystyle came
out. He was eventually
cleared. It didn’t hurt his
image any. He went on to
become rap’s biggest star,
known for lyrics both vio-
lent and sexist. His music,
say critics, was inter-
mediate, but no matter.
Snoop’s image — the laconic superstar —
overrides his art. Still, | look for a reason to
like him. | look for something reflective of lit-
erature or of a vulnerability of spirit in his
words. I'm at odds with his message. |
oppose violence, even in urban poetry. Even
though it’s hard to resist Snoop’s power from

the stage, | doubt many of the residents in
the Watts projects who don’t claim red or
blue or purple find much inspiration in it.

(Zing-go-lih-ti): the blending of worlds

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North Park has long been home to artists, writers,
and bohemians of all sorts. Now the neighbor-
hood is officially enjoying an “urban renaissance,”
as civic boosters call it, spotlighting the art gal-
leries on Ray Street, the weekly farmer’s market on
North Park Way, and the renovation of the derelict
North Park Theater (new home to the San Diego
Men’s Chorus and Lyric Opera San Diego). And
wherever bohemians settle, restaurants and real-
tors are sure to follow. A gigantic luxury-condo project
going up a few steps north of University on 30th
is ironically named “La Boheme.” (You have to
wonder, did the developers include some unheated
top-floor art studios as their affordable units? My
tiny hand is frozen!)

Across the street from the future Bohemian
condorama is the classic signifier of gentrification,
a new wine bar — this being North Park, it’s a
wine bar with enough differences to break several
molds at once. Apertivo calls itself an “Italian Tapas
and Wine Bar,” unlike all the non-Italian wine
bars springing up in Hillcrest. More distinctively,
its prices are low enough that even starving artists
can eat and drink here. A basic, tasty meal comes
to about $10, including beverage, and a light-
hearted feast is under $20 per person. Better yet,
if you’re curious about Italian wines, this is a per-
fect place to start exploring. They have a few
high-end bottlings if you want to get serious, and
a great many affordable ones to enjoy casually, the
way Italians do.

“Italian tapas?” you may well ask. Well, not
really. In the city of Venice, there issuch a thing—
but Apertivo doesn’t do Venetian cuisine. Nor
are the plates tiny, as they are in Spanish tapas
bars. Here, dishes are heaped rim-to-rim on
medium plates — the size used for salads in upscale
restaurants. These are portioned for moderate
eaters, about as much as you’d serve at home
(unless you're devoted to Hungry Man). The plates
can easily be shared among three or four grazers;
for solos, a couple of veggie selections and a pro-
tein or pasta could be dinner.

The menu has a genuinely Italian spirit of ease
and simplicity. It offers unfussy, homey dishes from
no particular province, lightened up and cooked
quickly but carefully to order. Seasonal vegetable
choices are abundant, ranging from assorted olives
to a plateful of grilled mixed veggies. The more
substantial dishes stress shellfish, poultry, eggplant,

cheese, and pasta, with the merest gesture toward
mammal-meat. A modest selection of desserts
always includes a special that’s based on the ripest
fruit of the moment.

A two-sided chalkboard beckons from the
sidewalk. One face boasts about
the wine list; the other lists the
day’s specials. Make note of these
before you enter. The dining room

dropped acoustical ceiling, you’ll have to con-
verse in shouts and add to the din.

The secret to eating well here is to remember
that bohemians are independent spirits who like to
do things their own way. Apertivo’s chef-owner
deliberately undersalts the dishes
so that diners can season to taste,
and no server carries a yard-long
pepper grinder or crystal bowl of

is long and high-ceilinged, with
track lights, industrial carpet, and poster-sized
Deco advertising reproductions. Captain’s chairs
sit at four-person tables topped with black Formica.
The ambient Italian music alternates between
grand opera and “Funiculi, Funicula” ditties, but
you may not hear them clearly. Like so many new
neighborhood bistros, Apertivo’s architecture
creates a “wall of sound,” thundering with yelled
and echoed conversations. This is why you should
look at the specials board before entering: You may
not hear the server describing them. The owners
are working on the problem (those odd rectan-
gles nailed randomly on the ceiling are acoustical
tiles), but until they get serious and install a

grated cheese, panting to amend
your food before you’ve even tasted it. The condi-
ments (salt and pepper grinders, Parmesan, etc.)
are on the table, and you’re meant to use them.
This is the opposite of the chef-is-boss approach.
Once my partner and I realized that you’re not just
“allowed” but expected to interact with your food,
our appreciation for the food increased.

At the end of the room, two chalkboards
hang behind the wine bar, the left listing special
bottles, the right announcing the current wine
flight (typically four half-pours for $8). One
evening, I ordered the white flight, featuring four
wines from different regions of Italy, each made
from a different grape. Tasting them against our

dishes proved entertaining. Salads, for instance,
generally fight with wines. Our insalata caprese was
supersized, a whole tomato sliced into five pieces,
each topped with a slab of fresh mozzarella as
thick as a poached egg. The top was sprinkled
with chopped fresh basil and a superb extra-vir-
gin olive oil from Italy (Piancone brand). The
cheese was very mild, the basil muscular. (The
tomato, alas, could have been riper, given that
this is their season.) After a sip of each glass, I
found that the simple, vibrant Soave best held its
own against the acidity of the tomato.

Sautéed tiger shrimp were as sweet as farm-
fresh corn, wrapped in thin-sliced prosciutto,
skewered on toothpicks, and perched over a pool

of wonderful olive oil. These
flavors went swimmingly with
my favorite wine of the flight,
an Insolia bottled by
Cusumano — a deep-golden
Sicilian Chardonnay that
changed flavors from sip to swal-
low like a serious red, leaving a
delicious aftertaste.

Our waitress said, “Good
choice!” when we ordered the
cremini (brown button mush-
rooms) sautéed with sherry. She
failed to mention that the por-
tion came sized for a family
Thanksgiving. I did miss the
garlic overdose found in the
Spanish version of this tapa.
The wine that suited the dish
was a Pinot Grigio — but not
one of those dishwater potions
that give the grape a bad name.
The bumptious, chewy Vil-
lanova, with boozy fruit up front
and an almost meaty aftertaste,
proved perfect with mushrooms.
(The fourth wine of the tast-
ing, a pale wraith called Cortese,
was mainly useful as an alter-
native to water.)

Another evening, we started
with an arugula salad with
pecans, sweet white onion slices,
and pulffs of rich gorgonzola in
a light vinaigrette. My partner
and I debated whether to gam-
ble on eggplant rollatini, which
can be disastrous. I won, and
we loved Apertivo’s version:
The eggplant is cut thicker than
normal, providing more suc-
culence and less grease. Instead
of aroll, the slice is folded over
like a book, holding a stuffing
of sautéed chopped Swiss chard
and clean-tasting Montrachet

goat cheese. It arrives from the
oven topped with tangy melted
mozzarella and a bit of mari-
nara sauce.

The pastas are point and
shoot: you pick your sauce, then
choose your pasta from a selec-
tion of capellini, spaghetti,
linguini, fettucini, and penne.
(They’re not house-made but
boxed by the excellent DeCecco
brand.) The sauces are varia-
tions on three themes: aglio e
olio (garlic and oil) or butter, a
thin marinara, and cream sauce.

With the spaghetti put-
tanesca, the amended marinara
sauce was light, the olives and
capers powerful enough to lend
anip. (I'd have liked more and
higher-quality anchovies than
the sparse, flavorless bits in this
dish — but then, many cus-
tomers would sooner skip them
entirely. And one can’t ask for
pearls at a price of $4.) Another
evening, we tried the bolognese
sauce. Thisis a far cry from the
elaborate recipe detailed in Ital-
ian cookbooks (with veal, milk,
and hours of cooking). Instead,
it’s a simple, dairy-free meat
sauce, like the one made by the
chef’s frugal Genoese grand-
mother, with sautéed ground
beef and vegetables, garlic, red
wine, and marinara. Its flavors
didn’t seem quite complete, but
then we remembered the do-
it-yourself style of the restaurant
and applied Parmesan from the
table condiments. That pulled
it together.

The vegetarian three-cheese
lasagna is a bit unconventional,
with fewer noodles, less sauce,

and much more cheese than
usual. For $1 extra, they’ll paint
some meat sauce on top. It’s
worth a buck to get the con-
trast of chewy texture against
the mass of goo.

The specials here can be
fun. One evening, a thick, ten-
der calamari steak was given
the full piccata treatment, with
a powerful white wine, lemon
butter sauce strewn with capers.
I liked this sauce even better
with squid than with the cus-
tomary veal scallops. Another
night’s offering was five ounces
of beef tenderloin for $7, which
I ordered very rare. Marinated
in olive oil, it arrived charred on
the outside, cool red velvet on
the inside. (It’s only Select grade,
but this is the most tender large
cut on any cow.)

All the desserts are made
in-house from scratch, even the
pound cake that appears regu-
larly as a special, topped with
whipped cream and fresh berries.
I prefer my desserts ethereal
and barely sweet, and a lemon
cheesecake mousse brought joy
to my heart and mouth. It’s so
fragile that it can’t stand up
straight — that’s why the chef
calls it a mousse. Made with
whole milk ricotta (not cream
cheese) and lemon zest, it almost
floats off the plate. Crowning
this faerie queen is a handful of
fresh blueberries and a pouf of
unsweetened whipped cream.

The cooking here is con-
sistently likable; it makes me
feel like 'm eating at the house
of a friend who cooks joyfully
and well, but doesn’t get all neu-

The food is serious
but not grave, and offers tremen-
dous value for a tiny price.

ABOUT THE CHEF

Ken Cassinelli and his wife Janie
Losli are co-owners of Apertivo.
Janie is usually the hostess, while
Ken, the chef, is the energetic,
ponytailed fellow who often
trots through the restaurant,
pouring water and greeting reg-
ular customers by name.

“We're from Portland, Ore-
gon, originally, and we’ve worked
in the restaurant business for
almost 30 years,” says Ken.
“We’ve both been restaurant
managers, and I've been chef
and bartender, too. We moved
to North Park eleven years ago,
and four years ago we bought a
home four blocks away....The
house is where we got the money
for the restaurant. It’s quadru-
pled in value, and we got the
money from the equity.”

Ken started cooking in child-
hood and honed his skills throwing
frequent dinner parties. When-
ever he went to a restaurant with
an unfamiliar cuisine, rather than
invest in a single entrée, he always
ordered combination plates. This
gave him the idea to serve “tapas”
at Apertivo.

“Ido all the prep, every bit.
I'm here from eleven to eleven,
I spend the day cooking stuff,”
he says. “The food is pretty much
what I’d be cooking at home,
and the specials are mainly what
I feel like eating that day. I think
it’s all about simplicity and about
the quality of the ingredients you
deal with. I buy good canned

tomato products from back East;
we use imported pasta. [ use a cold-
pressed extra-virgin olive oil from
Italy for sautéing and salad dress-
ings. I don’t buy organic food, but
all my produce is from Specialty
Produce, which carries locally
grown vegetables. I don’t have
much refrigeration, and they
deliver produce five or six days
a week. It’s fresh! You’ll never
get something here that’s more
than two days old — other than
the meat sauce. That, I freeze [to
let the flavors blend].

“We can keep our prices
low because my wife and I do
everything. We're on a shoestring.
We have paper napkins, Formica
tables, cheap-cheap-cheap car-
pet on the floor. That’s how we
can sell the wines for $3 a glass.
I buy whole pieces of meat and
cut them myself, mainly because
I don’tlike the quality of precut
Cryovac-packed meat. At the
beginning, I even washed the
dishes myself. But when we
opened up here, my wife stole
areally good line cook from La
Dolce Vita, where she’d been
working. We also have a salad
chef, a dishwasher, and extra
cooks on the line on weekends,
so I can come out of the kitchen
for a couple of minutes now and
then.

“T've been exposed to wine
all my life. By the time I was
highschool age, I'd been to Italy
twice, and  knew lots about Ital-
ian wines. My family wasn’t really
sophisticated about it, but then,
wine shouldn’tbe sophisticated
or standoffish — it should be
enjoyed! My wife and I knew a

wine distributor here, Marco,
and now he’s the head Italian
wine specialist for Southern, the
big Goliath — the largest spirit
wholesaler on earth. When we
got our license...we called all
the distributors in town, and
when they heard we were in
North Park, they treated us like
red-headed stepchildren! But
Marco sat down with us and put
together a wine list, everything
very inexpensive, and we had
the wines within four days. Now,
we have three distributors we
buy from regularly. Two of them
are little guys we became friends
with. It’s not all Italian wine. We
buy locally grown wines like
Orfila, we have a Tempranillo
from the Guadalupe Valley, and
right now we have a really nice,
sort of effervescent Portuguese
Vinho Verde.

“When I told people four
years ago that I wanted to open
awine bar and nicer restaurant
in North Park, they literally
laughed in my face....When I
first opened, I thought most
people would just come in for
a glass of wine and maybe a lit-
tle garlic bread — but people in
the neighborhood are really
coming in to eat. That’s why
we have to have specials —
they’ve already been through
the regular menu and want
something new. This last week
was the busiest ever. And now
we have La Boheme [the condo
development] going up across
the street, and the theater’s open-
ing The Mikado in October.
Wine bar, theater — ¢’mon!
Who’s laughing now?” m

The inside is white, with black tables and red
chairs. That’s not what you notice, though, not
with the Paul Mitchell crowd filling the space.
I mosey up to the counter just as Al is com-
ing out from behind it.

“How
old?”
“Nineteen.”
“Alright. Lunch is on the
house.”
“Thanks, Al, but I brought

yellow streaks), or Natalie (hair: red, caramel, vi-
olet, and brown, with green — “No,” she corrects
me, “aquamarine” — makeup around the eyes).

The only thing the same on the four of them
is that they’re all dressed in black.

“Our uniform,” says Rosemary. “We’re at
Paul Mitchell. The School.” She points. “See? Just
over the road there.”

The whole table is a, like, tableau. It spells
glossy-mag, glam, Paris runway, “hot” couture,
as Carla calls it. Who knew?

But hey, this is just a sandwich shop. Blah part
of town, bottom of Banker’s Hill, residential ho-
tels, barbers’ colleges, antique shops, parking lots.

And yet every time I come past this place,
tucked into the old Sandford Hotel, I wonder:
how come it’s always full of people — kids,
mostly, like 18, 20 years old, buzzing about like
they were at the school café? But not only. There’s
usually a posse of old folk too. From the hotel,
probably. And hey, the old folk seem to be talk-
ing with the young folk. Could it be — shock,

my own. That okay?”

Of course it’s okay. “These girls are a real eye-
sore,” he says. “I have to live with it, every day.”

“I just had my first client,” says Mallory.
“Does that rate?”

Al sighs. He’s the owner, had this deli-sand-
wich shop 10 years, since his mid-20s. He called
it BB’s after his beloved grandma. “ ‘BB’ was her
nickname,” he says. “Her real name was Rose-
mary — just like Rosemary here.”

“This is our second home,” this Rosemary
says. Her Monroe spot glints. She’s finishing up
a “5th Avenue” sandwich. The counter menu-
board says it’s turkey, roast beef, bacon, and
cheddar. One of the “deluxe” sandwiches.
They’re all $5.35 (“regulars” are $4.45).

“Actually,” says Al, “T give them all a 20-per-
cent break, the students, and the old people from
the Sandford. This is kind of their local.”

I see a couple of other Paul Mitchell gals eat-
ing soup. Carole and Janet. Deep in a
conversation about the trouble with men. It’s the
soup of the day. Veggie. Smells good. They’ve got

the 16-ounce, $3.39. (A 12-ounce is $2.49.)

“You can get a half sandwich,” Amber says.
“We do all the time. About three bucks.”

Except ’'m pretty hungry by now. “Uh, what’s
going to fill me the most for the least?” T ask Al

He pauses. “Hmm. Like bacon? Avocado?”

“Heck, yes. You thinking of the BLT with
avo?” I see it’s a “deluxe.” Comes with toasted
anything, from onion bun to French roll to wheat
or rye.

“Well, no,” says Al. “If you’re hungry, you
need BB’s Special,” says Al. “That’s got BLT plus
turkey. Or the 5th Avenue. BLT plus turkey and
beef. And if you get the special, you get a
16-ounce fountain drink and a pack of chips.
That should fill you.”

The West Coast Sub looks well-stuffed, too.
Ham, salami, bunch of cheeses.

Or the Chicken Supreme, “marinated chicken
breast,” with provolone, avo. “Have the Chicken
Club,” says Veronica. She’s standing behind me,
waiting for me to make up my mind. “That’s got
BLT and the chicken. Tastes really good, and it’s
so healthy.”

But in the end, grandma wins out. I order
BB’s Special plus the $1.50 chips and drink spe-
cial, and hand over $6.85 plus tax (makes it
$7.26). 1 pick out a bag of Big Grab Sun Chips
Multigrain “Harvest Cheddar” chips, get an iced
tea at the fountain, and go back to sit with the
girls. Note to Carla: Sweetheart, place this size, it’s
hard not to. Note to self: You’re over 30, man. To
these kids, that’s one step from the Sandford.

I ordered the BB’s Special on wheat,
toasted. It’s great, but believe it or not, too
much food. All around, the talk’s flying. “Why
Paul Mitchell?” Rosemary’s answering some-
one’s question. “I mean, it’s not cheap. It can
cost, like, $20,000 for the eleven-month
course. But after that, you’ve got job security.
You can make $20, maybe even $80 an
hour...the name Paul Mitchell...anywhere in
the world.”

Mmm. Sandwich is fine. Plenty of bacon and
avo. That’s the main thing. All your sprouts, too,
plus thick-sliced toasted wheat bread.

“I want to assist in a salon,” says Natalie.

“I want to do runway hair,” says Rosemary.
“You can do wilder styles. I’d like to go to
Europe.”

“We’d all like to go to Europe,” says Natalie.

Al’s happy right here. “I'm Armenian. Born
in Baghdad. Left when I was two. The last few
years have been the best of my life. And this area
is growing. Government offices, residentials,
Banker’s Hill, an Antiques Row developing
around us. Then the Paul Mitchell school came,
the barber’s college too. We’ve become kind of
their social center.

My sandwich is too much. “So,” I say to Am-
ber, as Al wraps the second half for me to go.
“What would you do with me, my hair, to, like,
really make me look cool?”

Amber looks me up and down for a moment.
“T'd send you to the gym for four months to work
out, then we’d take it from there.” m
